NOV 6™ — THIRTY-SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Readings and Reflection for this Sunday

2 Maccabees 7:1-2,9-14  Psalm 17:1,5-6,8,15 2 Thessalonians 2:16—3:5 Luke 20:27-38

In today's Gospel, we hear about an encounter between Jesus and some Sadducees. The Sadducees were a party
of Judaism active in Jesus' time, descended from the priestly family of Zadok. They were literal interpreters of the
written Law of Moses, which means that they were in disagreement with the position of the Pharisees, who
offered an oral interpretation of the Law of Moses.

The Sadducees are described in this Gospel as opponents to the belief in resurrection. In the dialogue presented
here, we see an example of the means of disputation that was common in first century Judaism. The Sadducees
use the example of Levirate marriage, found in the Law of Moses, to disprove belief in the resurrection.
According to Deuteronomy 25:5-10, if a man died without producing an heir, the man's brother should marry
his wife and the offspring of this union would inherit the property and carry on the name of the man who had
died. The Sadducees use this as an example to challenge belief in the resurrection.

Jesus argues from the same written Law of Moses to show that there is resurrection. Using the texts from the
Book of Exodus (Chapter 3) that describe Moses' encounter with God in the burning bush, Jesus shows that God
is the God of the living, not the dead. Here Jesus uses the same method and texts of the Sadducees to counter
them. As the Gospel text suggests, he beat them at their own game!

More importantly, in this discourse Jesus shows the limits of our imaginations when it comes to eternal life. The
Sadducees argued against resurrection because of the limits of earthly existence. They did not imagine another
possibility for existence and relationship with God. Jesus proposes that the possibilities of resurrected life are
beyond our imaginations. Jesus' conclusion suggests something else as well: To spend time worrying about
resurrected life is to miss the point. The point is eternal relationship with God is possible, for God is the God of
the living, “. . . for to him all are alive.” Loyolapress.com

2 Macabeos 7:1-2,9-14  Salmos 17:1,5-6,8,15 2 Tesalonicenses 2:16—3:5 Lucas 20:27-38

En el evangelio de hoy, escuchamos acerca de un encuentro entre Jesus y algunos saduceos. Los saduceos eran
un partido del judaismo activo en la época de Jesus, descendientes de la familia sacerdotal de Sadoc. Eran
intérpretes literales de la Ley escrita de Moisés, lo que significa que estaban en desacuerdo con la posicion de
los fariseos, quienes ofrecian una interpretacion oral de la Ley de Moisés.

Los saduceos se describen en este Evangelio como oponentes a la creencia en la resurreccion. En el didlogo
presentado aqui, vemos un ejemplo de los medios de disputa que eran comunes en el judaismo del primer siglo.
Los saduceos usan el ejemplo del matrimonio Levirato, que se encuentra en la Ley de Moisés, para refutar la
creencia en la resurreccion. Segun Deuteronomio 25:5-10, si un hombre moria sin tener un heredero, el
hermano del hombre debia casarse con su esposa y la descendencia de esta union heredaria la propiedad y
llevaria el nombre del hombre que habia muerto. Los saduceos usan esto como ejemplo para desafiar la
creencia en la resurreccion.

Jesus argumenta a partir de la misma Ley escrita de Moisés para mostrar que hay resurreccion. Usando los
textos del Libro del Exodo (Capitulo 3) que describen el encuentro de Moisés con Dios en la zarza ardiente,
Jesus muestra que Dios es el Dios de los vivos, no de los muertos. Aqui Jesus usa el mismo método y textos de
los saduceos para contrarrestarlos. Como sugiere el texto del Evangelio, jles gané en su propio juego!

Mas importante aln, en este discurso Jesus muestra los limites de nuestra imaginacion cuando se trata de la
vida eterna. Los saduceos argumentaron en contra de la resurreccion debido a los limites de la existencia
terrenal. No imaginaron otra posibilidad de existencia y relacion con Dios. Jesus propone que las posibilidades
de la vida resucitada estan mas alla de nuestra imaginacion.
