Readings and Reflection for this Sunday
Numbers 6:22-27 Psalm 67:2-3,5,6,8 Galatians 4:4-7 Luke 2:16-21

Today’s reading is a continuation from the Gospel proclaimed at
the Christmas Mass at midnight. In it the shepherds act upon the
message they receive from the angel and go to find Jesus in the
manger in Bethlehem. In their visit to the manger, the shepherds
find things just as the angel had said. The shepherds’ visit,
therefore, is a moment of fulfillment, manifestation, and the
beginning of the salvation we receive through Christ.

In the context of today’s Solemnity, this reading also helps us
focus on Mary as the Mother of God. The reading tells us at least
three things about Mary as a mother. First, Mary is described as a

reflective person, keeping the reports of the shepherds in her

heart. Second, we are reminded of how obedient Mary was to

God when she named the baby Jesus as the angel Gabriel had

directed. Third, this reading shows Mary and Joseph faithfully

observing their Jewish tradition by having Jesus circumcised.

Mary’s faithfulness to God is evident in all three of these things.
Her reflection upon the events in her life indicates that she was a
person of prayer. This prayer made possible her obedience to God
and God’s will, even if the outcome was not clear. Finally, her
faithfulness to a community of faith grounded her relationship with
God and enabled her to participate in God’s plan of salvation.

Because of Mary’s faithfulness to God, she was able to receive the

gift of God’s Son and accept her role in God’s plan for salvation.

By doing so, she models for us the path of discipleship and is also
called Mother of the Church.

Our call to discipleship also includes these three aspects. First,
discipleship means prayer and reflection on the events of our lives
that we might see God’s presence and work in our lives. Second,
discipleship means obedience to God and God’s will. Third,
discipleship includes fidelity to a community of faith.

During the entire
Christmas season, Catholics celebrate the birth of Christ. We celebrate that God
became man in the Incarnation. So, leave the tree up, have a party, come to
Adoration, & enjoy the Christmas Season!

The Preface of the Mass states the reason for this solemn feast: "Through the
power of the Holy Spirit, she became the virgin mother of your only Son, our

Lord Jesus Christ, who is forever the light of the world. "Mary represents, as it

were, the maternal aspect of God, not only because her Son is also the Son of
the Father, but because the Holy Spirit, through whose power she conceived,

took up his dwelling in the Word made flesh. This mysterious relationship

between Mary and the Holy Spirit, who made her virginity fruitful, manifests

another maternal aspect of the Father, namely, his merciful love. The maternity
of Mary is not therefore something purely functional; she is an authentic icon

Jeff will be doing the traditional Epiphany Water blessing right after the Vigil Mass on Saturday, January 7th at
5:45pm. Don't be late or the blessing won't count! Bring as much Salt and Water as you want to be blessed but you
must carry them in and you must carry them out! As soon as Mass is over, place them on the first step of the sanctuary
with all of the water containers opened so salt can be added during the blessing. The salt is especially great for blessing
your property. This blessing can only be done on the Vigil for Epiphany and the water's blessing is more powerful than
regular holy water so stock up! The blessing must be done in Latin but English translations will be provided for you to
follow along. It will take around a half an hour or so for the blessing.

LECTURAS Y REFLEXION PARA ESTE DOMINGO

Ntumeros 6:22-27 Salmos 67:2-3,5,6,8 Galatas 4:4-7 Lucas 2:16-21
La lectura de hoy es una continuacion del Evangelio
proclamado en la Misa de Navidad a medianoche. En él los
pastores actiian sobre el mensaje que reciben del angel y van a
buscar a Jesus en el pesebre de Belén. En su visita al pesebre, los
pastores encuentran las cosas tal como les habia dicho el angel.
La visita de los pastores, por tanto, es un momento de plenitud,
manifestacion y comienzo de la salvacion que recibimos por
medio de Cristo.

En el contexto de la Solemnidad de hoy, esta lectura también
nos ayuda a centrarnos en Maria como Madre de Dios. La
lectura nos dice al menos tres cosas sobre Maria como madre.
Primero, se describe a Maria como una persona reflexiva, que
guarda en su corazon los informes de los pastores. En segundo
lugar, se nos recuerda cuan obediente fue Maria a Dios cuando
nombroé al nifio Jestis como el angel Gabriel le habia indicado.
Tercero, esta lectura muestra a Maria y José observando
fielmente su tradicion judia al circuncidar a Jesus.

La fidelidad de Maria a Dios es evidente en estas tres cosas. Su
reflexion sobre los acontecimientos de su vida indica que era
una persona de oracion.
