Readings and Reflection for this Sunday
Zephaniah 2:3, 3:12-13 Psalm 146:6-10 1 Corinthians 1:26-31 Matt 5:1-12a

Today’s reading is the beginning of Jesus’” Sermon on the Mount,
which is found in Matthew’s Gospel. The form of the Beatitudes
found here is not unique to Jesus. Beatitudes are found in the Old
Testament, in the psalms, and in wisdom literature, for example.
They are a way to teach about who will find favor with God.

We quickly note in this reading that the people whom Jesus calls
“blessed” and “happy” are not people we think of as blessed or
happy . . . the poor in spirit, the meek, the persecuted. This Gospel is
one of reversals. Jesus’ blueprint for happiness reflects little of what
the world might call happiness.

“Blessed” is sometimes translated as happy, fortunate, or favored. In
other words, Jesus is saying that divine favor is upon those who are
poor, those who mourn, those who are persecuted. This news might
have been welcome—and surprising—to the crowds who heard
Jesus that day.

The Beatitudes can be understood as a framework for Christian
living. Our vocation as Christians is not to be first in this world, but
rather to be first in the eyes of God. By referring to the good things
that the faithful will experience, Matthew reminds us that those who
act in the manner described in the Beatitudes will find their reward

What else do we need to know about Baptism? As Catholics, we believe that baptism is a sacrament. It is

more than just a symbolic gesture; we believe God actually does something when we’re baptized.
1. Baptism makes us children of God — adopted sons and daughters of God.
2. Baptism washes away original sin, frees us from the power of darkness, and makes us children of the light.

We become new creations who are born again through the waters of Baptism and the Holy Spirit.

3. Baptism brings us into God’s family, the Church, where we become members and partakers of the divine

life of God through his gift of grace. He leads into the waters that change us forever.
*Does Baptism need to be done by a priest? It can be done by a Priest or Deacon.

(In an emergency, such as an accident, it can be done by us)

*Can I be baptized more than once? NO, If you were baptized “In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and
of the Holy Spirit,” and with flowing water, you were baptized. You were marked for the Lord as His. Baptism
leaves an indelible (permanent) mark on the soul and there is no way,
nor any reason that one could be re-baptized.

*Can I secretly baptize my grandchild? NO. The best thing to do is to pray daily, or offer up some type of
sacrifice (fasting) for your grandchild, and for their parents. The Lord calls you to witness to the meaning of
the faith, and the importance of the Gospel. It wouldn’t be right to baptize the child in ordinary circumstances,
in violation of the divinely given authority of her parents. Code of Canon Law (can. 868 §1) states that the
“parent (or person who legitimately takes their place) must consent”.

Sofonias 2:3, 3:12-13 Salmos 146:6-10 1 Corintios 1:26-31 Mateo 5:1-12a

La lectura de hoy es el comienzo del Sermoén de la Montafia de Jests,
que se encuentra en el Evangelio de Mateo.
