The Pharisees,
sat 03/25 Spm People of OLP the religious authorities of Jesus’ time, understood that the law of Moses

forbade work (including healing) on the Sabbath. They also have trouble
believing that Jesus performed a miracle. To determine whether the man was
really born blind, the Pharisees question him and his parents. The man
challenges the leaders of the synagogue about their assessment of the good
that Jesus has done. In turn, they expel the man for questioning their
judgment. The final revelation and moment of enlightenment comes when the
man born blind encounters Jesus again. Having heard the news of his
expulsion, Jesus seeks out the man born blind and reveals himself to him as
the Son of Man. In this moment, the man born blind shows himself to be a
man of faith and worships Jesus. Jesus replies by identifying the irony of the
experience of many who encounter Jesus: Those who are blind will now see,
and those who think they now see will be found to be blind. As in last week’s
Gospel about Jesus' encounter with the Samaritan woman, today’s reading
has many allusions to Baptism. The washing of the man in the pool of Siloam
is a prototype for Christian Baptism. Through the man's encounter with Jesus,
the man born blind is healed, his sight is restored, and his conversion to
discipleship begins. The man born blind gradually comes to a greater
understanding about who Jesus is and what it means to be his disciple, while

the Pharisees (those who should see) are the ones who remain blind.

The Real Presence sf Jesus in the Eucharist

Let’'s spend a little time reminding ourselves of the Church’s teaching on the Real Presence of Jesus! From the
earliest time of the Church, it is clear that the early Christians believed what we believe today! The Real
Presence of Christ in the Eucharist is a central dogma of the Catholic faith: when the priest consecrates bread
and wine during the Mass, they are transformed into the literal body and blood, soul and divinity of Jesus Christ.
In the 6™ chapter of the Gospel of John, Jesus first repeated what he said, then summarized: “‘I am the living
bread which came down from heaven; if anyone eats of this bread, he will live forever; and the bread which I
shall give for the life of the world is my flesh.” The Jews then disputed among themselves, saying, ‘How can this
man give us his flesh to eat?’” (John 6:51-52). His listeners were stupefied because now they understood
Jesus literally—and correctly. He again repeated his words, but with even greater emphasis, and introduced the
statement about drinking his blood: “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of man and
drink his blood, you have no life in you; he who eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will
raise him up at the last day. For my flesh is food indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. He who eats my flesh and
drinks my blood abides in me, and I in him” (John 6:53-56). If he were speaking figuratively, the early Christians
would have corrected this teaching, right? You can look at the early writings, the Didache, which was written in
about 50-60AD or some of the Church Fathers: Ignatius of Antioch, 110AD, “they abstain from the Eucharist and
from prayer, because they do not confess that the Eucharist is the flesh of our Savior Jesus Christ, flesh which
suffered for our sins and which the Father, in his goodness, raised up again”. justin Martyr, 160AD, “the food
which has been made into the Eucharist by the Eucharistic prayver set down by him, and by the change of which
our blood and flesh is nourished, . . . is both the flesh and the blood of that incarnated Jesus”. Origen, 244 AD,
said in one homily “when you have received the Body of the Lord, you reverently exercise every care lest a
particle of it fall and lest anything of the consecrated gift perish”.
According to a recent survey, between 30-63% of Catholics, depending on their level of attendance, believe in the
Real Presence, with weekly Mass attendees being the 63%! Our growing in faith doesn’t end when we took
classes for our 1** Communion or Confirmation. We are called to continue our faith journey, and if you are not
clear on this central teaching of the REAL PRESENCE of Jesus in the Eucharist, please explore this teaching more.

LECTURAS Y REFLEXION PARA ESTE DOMINGO
1 Samuel 16:1b,6-7,10-13a Salmos 23:1-8 Efesios §:8-14 Juan 9:1-41
En la primera parte del evangelio de hoy escuchamos |a respuesta de Jests a una
creencia predominante en su tiempo: que [a desgracia y la invalidez eran
consecuencia del pecado. Esa creencia es [a razon por la cual se le pregunta a
Jesus quién es el pecado que causd la ceguera del hombre: el suyo o el de sus
padres. JesUs no responde directamente, sino que le da a la pregunta una
dimension completamente diferente: a través de la discapacidad de este hombre,
el poder de Dios se manifestara. Entonces Jesis sana al hombre. La curacion es
controvertida porque Jesus cura en sabado. Los fariseos, |as autoridades
religiosas de la época de Jesus, entendieron gue la ley de Moisés prohibia
trabajar (incluida la curacion) en sabado. También tienen problemas para creer
que Jesus realizd un milagro. Para determinar si el hombre realmente nacio ciego,
los fariseos lo interrogan a él y a sus padres. El hombre desafia a los lideres de la
sinagoga sobre su evaluacion del bien que Jesus ha hecho. A su vez, expulsan al
hombre por cuestionar su juicio. La revelacion final y el momento de iluminacion
liega cuando el hombre ciego de nacimiento se encuentra con Jesls nuevamente.
Habiendo oido I3 noticia de su expulsion, Jests busca al hombre ciego de
nacimiento y se le revela como el Hijo del Hombre. En ese momento, el ciego de
nacimiento se muestra como un hombre de fe y adora a Jesus. Jesus responde
identificando la ironia de la experiencia de muchos que se encuentran con Jesus:
los ciegos ahora veran, y los que creen que ahora ven, seran ciegos. Como en el
Evangelio de la semana pasada sobre el encuentro de Jesus con la mujer
samaritana, la lectura de hoy tiene muchas alusiones al bautismo. El lavamiento
del hombre en el estanque de Siloé es un prototipo del bautismo cristiano. A
través del encuentro del hombre con Jesus, el ciego de nacimiento es sanado,
recupera la vista y comienza su conversion al discipulado. El ciego de nacimiento
poco a poco llega a comprender mejor quién es Jesus y qué significa ser su
discipulo, mientras que los fariseos (los que deben ver) son los que se quedan
ciegos.

LA PRESENCIA VERDADERA DE JESUS EN LA EUCARISTIA

iPasemos un poco de tiempo recordandonos las enseflanzas de la Iglesia sobre la Presencia Real de Jesus! jDesde
los primeros tiempos de la Iglesia, esta claro que los primeros cristianos creian lo que creemos hoy! La Presencia
Verdadera de Cristo en la Eucaristia es un dogma central de la fe catdlica: cuando el sacerdote consagra el pan y
el vino durante la Misa, estos se transforman en el cuerpo y la sangre literales, el alma y la divinidad de
Jesucristo.

En el capitulo 6 del Evangelio de Juan, Jesus primero repitié lo que dijo, luego resumio: “Yo soy el pan vivo que
descendio del cielo; si alguno comiere de este pan, vivira para siempre; y el pan que yo daré por la vida del
mundo es mi carne”. Entonces los judios disputaron entre si, diciendo: “;Cémo puede éste darnos a comer su
carne?” (Juan 6:51-52). Sus oyentes quedaron estupefactos porque ahora entendian a Jesis literal y
correctamente. Repitid sus palabras, pero con mayor énfasis, e introdujo la declaraciéon acerca de beber su
sangre: “De cierto, de cierto os digo, que, si no coméis la carne del Hijo del hombre y bebéis su sangre, no tenéis
vida. en ti; el que come mi carne y bebe mi sangre tiene vida eterna, vy yo lo resucitaré en el altimo dia. Porque mi
carne es verdadera comida, y mi sangre es verdadera bebida. El que come mi carne y bebe mi sangre, en mi
permanece, y yo en él” (Juan 6:53-56). Si estuviera hablando en sentido figurado, los primeros cristianos habrian
corregido esta ensefianza, ;verdad? Puedes mirar los primeros escritos, la Didaché, que fue escrita alrededor del
50-60 d.C. o algunos de los Padres de la Iglesia: Ignacio de Antioquia, 110 d.C., “se abstienen de la Eucaristia y de
la oracion, porque no confiesan que la Eucaristia es la carne de nuestro Salvador Jesucristo, carne que padecio
por nuestros pecados y que el Padre, en su bondad, resucité”. Justino Martir, 160 d.C., “el alimento que se ha
convertido en la Eucaristia por la oracion eucaristica establecida por él, v por cuyo cambio se nutre nuestra
sangre y nuestra carne, . . . es a la vez la carne y la sangre de aquel Jesiis encarnado”. Origenes, 244 d. C., dijo en
una homilia: “cuando hayas recibido el Cuerpo del Sefior, ejercita con reverencia todos los cuidados para que no
se caiga una particula de él y no perezca nada del don consagrado”.

Segiin una encuesta reciente, entre el 30-63% de los catdlicos, dependiendo de su nivel de asistencia, creen en la
iPresencia Real, siendo los asistentes a Misa semanales el 63%! Nuestro crecimiento en la fe no termina cuando
tomamos clases para nuestra ira Comunion o Confirmacion. Estamos llamados a continuar nuestro camino de fe,
y si no estas claro en esta ensefianza central de la PRESENCIA REAL de Jesus en la Eucaristia, explore mas esta
ensenanza.
