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The question requires Jesus to interpret the Law of Moses. The Mosaic Law
consists of the Ten Commandments and many additional rules, numbering over
six hundred. Adherence to the Mosaic Law, for a devout Jew, is an expression of
faithfulness to God's covenant with Israel. The ranking of the Commandments

was regularly debated among the teachers of the Law.

Do you have a Question?? We have an answer!
Check out this Catechism Corner of our faith!
Question: Aren’t we supposed to worship God
alone? Then what is the deal with Mary?
Answer: The honor we give to God alone is
properly called adoration, the highest honor we
can give. The honor we give to Mary and the
saints is called veneration. Proper veneration of
the saints does not interfere with the worship
due to God, but rather fosters it. "Our
communion with those in heaven, provided that
it is understood in the fuller light of faith
according to its genuine nature, in no way
weakens, but conversely, more thoroughly
enriches the latreutic worship we give to God the
Father, through Christ, in the Spirit." With this
understanding, we see that proper veneration of
Mary does not detract from worship of God. Even
as the Mother of the Savior, Mary has a place
that is in every way subordinate to and
dependent upon that of her Son, who is the one
mediator between God and humanity. The
maternal role that Mary fulfills toward us as
Mother of the Church "in no way obscures or
diminishes this unique mediation of Christ, but
rather shows His power." What Mary does for the
salvation of the human family does not come
from her own power, but from a gift of Divine
Grace that is bestowed on her through her Son.
All the salvific influence that she bestows on us is
produced "not from some inner necessity, but
from the Divine pleasure. It flows forth from the
superabundance of the merits of Christ, rests on
His mediation, depends entirely on it and draws

all its power from it. (USCCB)

LECTURAS Y REFLEXION PARA ESTE DOMINGO
Exodo 22:20-26 Salmos 18:2-4,47,51 1 Tesalonicenses 1:5¢-10
Mateo 22:34-40

EL Evangelio de esta semana sigue de cerca al Evangelio leido el domingo
pasado. Es la Ultima de tres preguntas que le hicieron a Jesus los lideres
religiosos judios que intentan engafiarlo para que diga algo que podria hacer
que lo arresten. Esto nos recuerda que el contexto de la lectura de hoy es la
creciente tension entre Jesus y los lideres religiosos en Jerusalén.

Los herodianos y los fariseos hicieron la primera pregunta, que era sobre los
impuestos.

La adhesion a la Ley Mosaica, para un judio devoto, es una
expresion de fidelidad al pacto de Dios con Israel. La jerarquia de los
Mandamientos se debatia periddicamente entre los profesores de (a Ley.

Jeslis responde a la pregunta de los fariseos con un doble resumen. Jesis dice
que todos los mandamientos se pueden resumir en dos mandamientos: amar a
Dios y amar al préjimo. Ambos fueron elementos centrales de la tradicion
religiosa que Jesus aprendi6 de su comunidad judia. De hecho, estos siguen
siendo aspectos centrales de la comprensidn religiosa judia contemporanea.
