Readings and Reflection for this Sunday
Genesis 15:1-6; 21:1-3  Psalm 105:1-6,8-9  Hebrews 11:8,11-12,17-19
Luke 2:22-40

Today the Church celebrates the Feast of the Holy Family. The Gospel
describes the presentation of the child Jesus in the Temple and shows
Joseph and Mary as devout Jews, following the prescriptions of the Law
of Moses. The Gospel alludes to several aspects of the Law of Moses:
circumcision, the dedication of the firstborn son to the Lord, and the
purification of a woman after childbirth. According to the Law of Moses as
presented in the Book of Leviticus, a woman was considered ritually
unclean during her menstrual period and for a prescribed period of time
following the birth of a child. After the birth of a son, a woman was
considered ritually unclean for 40 days. After the birth of a daughter, a
woman was considered unclean for 80 days. To be restored to ritual
purity, a Jewish woman performed the appropriate rites of purification and
made the prescribed ritual offering.

Jesus was circumcised on the eighth day after his birth, in accordance
with the Mosaic Law. At that time, he was called Jesus, the name he was
given by the angel Gabriel. On the 40th day after Jesus’ birth, Mary
performed the appropriate purification rites and made her offering at the
Temple. Although the Law of Moses required an offering of a lamb, those
who could not afford a lamb could substitute two turtledoves or two
pigeons. In this scene, Luke identifies Joseph and Mary as being poor,
and indeed throughout Luke’s Gospel, Jesus will show special concern for
the poor. Another Jewish rite referenced in this Gospel is the dedication of
the firstborn son to the Lord. In remembrance of the feast of Passover,
when the firstborn children of the Israelites in Egypt were saved from
death, the Law of Moses prescribed that all firstborn males of Israel
should be consecrated to the Lord. In this tradition, Mary and Joseph
present the infant Jesus in the Temple in Jerusalem. In Jerusalem, Luke
reports that Mary and Joseph encounter two devout Jews, Simeon and
Anna, who recognize the infant Jesus as the fulfillment of Israel’s hope for
redemption. In Simeon’s words we find a prediction of Mary’s witnessing
of Jesus’ death on the cross. The Canticle of Simeon, also called by its
Latin name, Nunc Dimitis, is prayed at night prayer, or compline, during
the Liturgy of the Hours. Loyolapress.com

Bring as much Salt and Water as you
want to be blessed but you must carry them in and
you must carry them out! As soon as Mass is over,
place them on the first step of the sanctuary with all
of the water containers opened so salt can be added
during the blessing. The salt is especially great for
blessing your property. This blessing can only be
done on the Vigil for Epiphany and the water's
blessing is more powerful than regular holy water so
stock up! The blessing must be done in Latin but
English translations will be provided for you to
follow along. It will take around a half an hour
or so for the blessing.

Don‘t forget those who are mourning this time of year,
or those who are alone. Please invite those you know
to join you in your family fun! May God Bless you
for your kindness!

LECTURAS Y REFLEXION PARA ESTE DOMINGO
Genesis 15:1-6; 21:1-3  Salmos 105:1-6,8-9  hebreos 11:8,11-12,17-19
Lucas 2:22-40
Hoy la Iglesia celebra la Fiesta de la Sagrada Familia. EI Evangelio describe la
presentacion del nifio Jesus en el Templo y muestra a José y Maria como
judios devotos, siguiendo las prescripciones de la Ley de Moisés. El Evangelio
alude a varios aspectos de la Ley de Moisés: la circuncision, la dedicacion del
hijo primogénito al Sefior y la purificacion de la mujer después del parto.
Segun la Ley de Moisés presentada en el Libro de Levitico, una mujer era
considerada ritualmente impura durante su periodo menstrual y durante un
periodo de tiempo prescrito después del nacimiento de un nifio. Después del
nacimiento de un hijo, una mujer era considerada ritualmente impura durante
40 dias. Después del nacimiento de una hija, una mujer era considerada
impura durante 80 dias. Para ser restaurada a la pureza ritual, una mujer judia
realizaba los ritos de purificacion apropiados y hacia la ofrenda ritual prescrita.
Jesus fue circuncidado al octavo dia después de su nacimiento, de acuerdo
con la Ley Mosaica. En aquel tiempo lo llamaban Jesus, nombre que le puso el
angel Gabriel. El dia 40 después del nacimiento de Jesus, Maria realiz6 los ritos
de purificacion apropiados e hizo su ofrenda en el Templo. Aunque la Ley de
Moisés requeria la ofrenda de un cordero, aquellos que no podian permitirse el
lujo de comprar un cordero podian sustituirlo por dos tértolas o dos palomos.
En esta escena, Lucas identifica a José y Maria como pobres y, de hecho, a lo
largo del Evangelio de Lucas, Jesus mostrara especial preocupacion por los
pobres. Otro rito judio al que se hace referencia en este Evangelio es la
dedicacion del hijo primogeénito al Sefior. En memoria de la fiesta de la Pascua,
cuando los primogeénitos de los israelitas en Egipto fueron salvados de la
muerte, la Ley de Moisés prescribié que todos los primogénitos varones de
Israel debian ser consagrados al Sefior. En esta tradicion, Maria y José
presentan al nifio JesUs en el Templo de Jerusalén. En Jerusalén, Lucas
informa que Maria y José se encuentran con dos judios devotos, Simeén y
Ana, quienes reconocen al nifio Jests como el cumplimiento de la esperanza
de redencion de Israel. En las palabras de Simeon encontramos una prediccion
del testimonio de Maria sobre la muerte de Jesus en la cruz. El Cantico de
Simedn, también llamado por su nombre latino, Nunc Dimitis, se reza en la
oracion nocturna, o completas, durante la Liturgia de las Horas.
