Readings and Reflection for this Sunday
1 Samuel 3:3b-10,19 Psalm 40:2, 4, 7-8, 8-9, 10
1 Corinthians 6:13c-15a,17-20 John 1:35-42

Although the liturgical season of Ordinary Time begins this week, today’s
reading continues with the celebration of the Baptism of the Lord, which
concludes the Christmas season. Today’s reading from the Gospel according
to John immediately follows John the Baptist’s testimony about Jesus and his
identification of Jesus as the Lamb of God. Having been baptized by John,
Jesus begins to gather followers. The first followers sought out Jesus because
of the testimony and witness of John the Baptist.

We are familiar with the title that John the Baptist uses for Jesus—the Lamb
of God. We hear it weekly at the fraction rite during Mass. For those who
heard John the Baptist, however, this title recalled key themes from the Old
Testament. It alludes to the paschal lamb offered as a sacrifice when God
freed the Israelites from slavery in Egypt, the event that is commemorated by
the Jewish Passover celebration. The designation also recalls the prophet
Isaiah’s description of the suffering servant of Israel. In using this name for
Jesus, John the Baptist predicts Jesus’ passion and death and the new
interpretation of Passover that will begin with Jesus’ Last Supper. We learn in
today’s reading how Jesus’ first followers were gathered. The first two,
Andrew and another man, were followers of John the Baptist. After hearing
John’s testimony, they became followers of Jesus. During their time with
Jesus, the details of which are not specified, Andrew and the other follower
came to believe that Jesus was the Messiah. Andrew then brings his brother,
Simon, to Jesus. Immediately, Jesus gave Simon a new name, calling him
Peter, which means “rock” in Greek. The renaming of Simon to Peter is
reported in all four of the Gospels.

In the exchange between Andrew, the other disciple, and Jesus, we see an
example of the usual pattern for first-century Jewish rabbinical schools. Jews
sought out rabbis and established themselves as disciples of a particular rabbi.
Jesus appears to have been unique in that he sought out individuals, inviting

them to be his followers. In the passage that follows, John’s Gospel tells us

how Jesus took the initiative in calling Philip and Nathanael. Jesus asks
Andrew and the other disciple, “What are you looking for?” This is a telling

question, and one that we might often ask of ourselves. John the Baptist
testified to Jesus’ identity, the Lamb of God, using the framework of the Old
Testament. Andrew, Simon, and the other first disciples were looking for the
Messiah, whom they also came to know as the Son of God. What do we look

for and what do we find in Jesus? Loyolapress.com

LECTURAS Y REFLEXION PARA ESTE DOMINGO
1 Samuel 3:3b-10,19 Salmos 40:2, 4, 7-8, 8-9, 10
1 corintios 6:13¢-15a,17-20 Juan 1:35-42

Aunque esta semana comienza el tiempo littirgico del Tiempo Ordinario, la
lectura de hoy contintia con la celebracion del Bautismo del Sefior, que
concluye el tiempo navidefio. La lectura de hoy del Evangelio segtin Juan sigue
inmediatamente al testimonio de Juan el Bautista sobre Jeslis y su
identificacion de Jestis como el Cordero de Dios. Habiendo sido bautizado por
Juan, Jestis comienza a reunir seguidores. Los primeros seguidores buscaron a
Jestis por el testimonio y testimonio de Juan el Bautista.

Estamos familiarizados con el titulo que Juan el Bautista usa para Jests: el
Cordero de Dios. Lo escuchamos semanalmente en el rito de fraccion durante
la Misa. Sin embargo, para aquellos que escucharon a Juan el Bautista, este
titulo recordo temas clave del Antiguo Testamento. Alude al cordero pascual
ofrecido como sacrificio cuando Dios liber6 a los israelitas de la esclavitud en
Egipto, evento que se conmemora con la celebracion de la Pascua judia.

Los dos primeros, Andrés
y otro hombre, eran seguidores de Juan el Bautista. Después de escuchar el
testimonio de Juan, se hicieron seguidores de Jestis. Durante su tiempo con
Jests, cuyos detalles no se especifican, Andrés y el otro seguidor llegaron a
creer que JesUs era el Mesias. Andrés luego lleva a su hermano Simén a Jes(s.
Inmediatamente, Jestis le dio a Simoén un nuevo nombre, [lamandolo Pedro,
que significa “roca” en griego. El cambio de nombre de Simén a Pedro se
informa en los cuatro evangelios.

En el intercambio entre Andrés, el otro discipulo, y Jests, vemos un ejemplo
del patron habitual de las escuelas rabinicas judias del primer siglo. Los judios
buscaron rabinos y se establecieron como discipulos de un rabino en
particular. Jests parece haber sido el tinico en buscar personas, invitandolas a
ser sus seguidores. En el pasaje que sigue, el Evangelio de Juan nos cuenta
como Jestis tomo la iniciativa de llamar a Felipe y Natanael. Jests les pregunta
a Andrés y al otro discipulo: ” Qué buscais?” Esta es una pregunta reveladora
que a menudo podriamos hacernos a nosotros mismos. Juan el Bautista
testifico de la identidad de Jestis, el Cordero de Dios, utilizando el marco del
Antiguo Testamento. Andrés, Simén y los demas primeros discipulos buscaban
al Mesias, a quien también llegaron a conocer como el Hijo de Dios. ¢ Qué
buscamos y qué encontramos en Jestis?
