FEBRUARY 25™- SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT

Readings and Reflection for this Sunday
Genesis 22:1-2,9a,10-13,15-18 Psalm 116:10,15,16-17,18-19 Romans 8:31b-34 Mark 9:2-10

Elijah and Moses are significant figures in the history of Israel. Moses led the Israelites from slavery in Egypt and
received from Yahweh the Ten Commandments. In appearing with Jesus at his Transfiguration, Moses represents the
Law that guides the lives of the Jewish people. Elijah is remembered as one of the most important prophets of Israel who
helped the Israelites stay faithful to Yahweh. Some Jews believed that Elijah’s return would signal the coming of the
Messiah for the Jewish people. This belief is evidenced in the question posed by Jesus’ disciples after they have
witnessed the Transfiguration. The appearance of these two important figures from Israel’s history with Jesus signifies
Jesus’ continuity with the Law and with the prophets and that Jesus is the fulfillment of all that was promised to the
people of Israel.

On seeing Jesus with Elijah and Moses and having witnessed his Transfiguration, Peter offers to construct three tents for
them. Mark reports that the disciples are terrified by what they have witnessed, and that Peter’s offer is made out of
confusion. We also notice that Peter has reverted from his earlier confession that Jesus is the Messiah, calling Jesus
rabbi instead. As if in reply to Peter’s confusion, a voice from heaven speaks, affirming Jesus as God's Son and
commanding the disciples to obey him. This voice from heaven recalls the voice that was heard at Jesus’ baptism.

In his Transfiguration, we see an anticipation of the glory of Jesus’ Resurrection. In each of the reports of the
Transfiguration, Jesus instructs the disciples to keep secret what they have seen until after the Son of Man has risen from
the dead. The disciples’ confusion continues as they wonder what Jesus means by rising from the dead. The disciples
cannot possibly understand Jesus’ Transfiguration until they also witness his passion and death. We hear the story of
Jesus’ Transfiguration early in Lent, but we have the benefit of hindsight. In our hearing of it, we anticipate Jesus’
Resurrection, even as we prepare to remember Jesus’ passion and death. Loyolapress.com

Génesis 22:1-2,9a,10-13,15-18 Salmos 116:10,15,16-17,18-19 Romanos 8:31b-34 Marcos 9:2-10

Elias y Moisés son figuras significativas en la historia de Israel. Moisés sacé a los israelitas de la esclavitud en Egipto y recibid
de Yahvé los Diez Mandamientos. Al aparecer con Jesus en su Transfiguracion, Moisés representa la Ley que guia la vida del
pueblo judio. Elias es recordado como uno de los profetas mas importantes de Israel que ayudd a los israelitas a mantenerse
fieles a Yahvé. Algunos judios creian que el regreso de Elias sefialaria la venida del Mesias para el pueblo judio. Esta creencia
se evidencia en la pregunta planteada por los discipulos de JesUs después de haber presenciado la Transfiguracion. La
aparicién de estas dos figuras importantes de la historia de Israel con Jesus significa la continuidad de Jesus con la Ley y con
los profetas y que Jesus es el cumplimiento de todo lo que se prometié al pueblo de Israel.

Al ver a Jesus con Elias y Moisés y haber sido testigo de su Transfiguracion, Pedro se ofrece a construir tres tiendas para ellos.
Marcos informa que los discipulos estan aterrorizados por lo que han presenciado, y que la oferta de Pedro se hace por
confusién. También notamos que Pedro se ha retractado de su confesién anterior de que Jesus es el Mesias, llamando a Jesus
rabino en su lugar. Como en respuesta a la confusién de Pedro, una voz del cielo habla, afirmando a Jests como el Hijo de Dios
y ordenando a los discipulos que le obedezcan. Esta voz del cielo recuerda la voz que se escuché en el bautismo de Jesus.
En su Transfiguracion, vemos una anticipacion de la gloria de la resurrecciéon de Jesus. En cada uno de los relatos de la
Transfiguracion, Jesus instruye a los discipulos a mantener en secreto lo que han visto hasta después de que el Hijo del Hombre
haya resucitado de entre los muertos. La confusion de los discipulos continlia mientras se preguntan qué quiere decir Jesus con
resucitar de entre los muertos. Los discipulos no pueden entender la Transfiguracion de Jesus hasta que también sean testigos
de su pasion y muerte. Escuchamos la historia de la Transfiguraciéon de Jesus al principio de la Cuaresma, pero tenemos el
beneficio de la retrospectiva. Al oir hablar de ella, anticipamos la resurreccion de Jesus, incluso mientras nos preparamos para
recordar la pasion y muerte de Jesus.
