HE IS ALIVE

Readings and Reflection for this Sunday
Acts of the Apostles 4:32-35 Psalm 118:2-4,13-15,22-24 1 John 5:1-6
John 20:19-31

This Gospel combines two scenes: Jesus’ appearance to his disciples after his
Resurrection and Jesus’ dialogue with Thomas, the disciple who doubted.
Part of the mystery of Jesus’ Resurrection is that he appeared to his disciples not
as a spirit, but in bodily form. We do not know, however, exactly what this form
looked like. Earlier in John’s Gospel, when Mary of Magdala first encountered the
risen Jesus, she did not recognize him until he spoke to her. In Luke’s Gospel, the
disciples walking along the road to Emmaus did not recognize Jesus until he
broke bread with them. We know from readings such as today’s that in his
resurrected form, Jesus was not bound by matter; he appeared to the disciples
inside a home even though the door was locked. Yet the disciples could still
touch the marks of his Crucifixion.

In today's Gospel, Jesus greets his disciples with the gift of peace. Jesus then
commissions his disciples to continue the work that he has begun; as Jesus was
sent by God, so Jesus sends his disciples. He gives his disciples the gift of the
Holy Spirit so that they will be able to accomplish this task. Jesus' words to his
disciples also highlight the integral connection between the forgiveness of sins
and the qift of the Holy Spirit. With the grace of the Holy Spirit, we can
share forgiveness and reconciliation with others.

Thomas, the doubting disciple in today’s reading, represents the reality of the
Church that comes after this first community of witnesses to Jesus. All but the
first disciples of Jesus must believe without seeing. Like Thomas, we may doubt
the news that Jesus, who was crucified and buried, appeared to his disciples. Our
human nature seeks hard evidence that the Jesus who appeared to his disciples
after his death is indeed the same Jesus who was crucified. Thomas is given the
opportunity to be our representative in obtaining this evidence. He gives witness
to us that the Jesus who was raised is the same Jesus who died. Through the gift
of the Holy Spirit, we are among those who are blessed, for we have not
seen and yet believe.

Divine Mercy: Divine Mercy Sunday is celebrated on the Second Sund
started with the private revelations of St. Faustina Kowalska, which recommended
devotion to Divine Mercy. She was asked to keep a notebook with her conversations
God (Diary 459). In February of 1931, Sr. Faustina sees a vision of the Lord Jesus, who asks
to have an image painted according to the pattern she sees, writing on the bottom “Jesus, | trust
in You!” The image of Jesus has ared ray and a blue ray coming out of his heart. One symbolizes
water, and one symbolizes blood. Jesus taught her the prayers we know today as the Chaplet of
Divine Mercy. Jesus promises: Conversion of sinners when the Chaplet is said on their behalf.
Those who recite the Chaplet will receive great mercy at the hour of death. Souls who spread
the honor of His Mercy will be shielded their entire lives and at the hour of death, Jesus will not
be the Judge, but rather the Merciful Savior. In three places in her Diary, St. Faustina records our
Lord's promises of specific, extraordinary graces: I want to grant a complete pardon to the
souls that will go to Confession and receive Holy Communion on the Feast of My mercy
(1109). Whoever approaches the Fountain of Life on this day will be granted complete
forgiveness of sins and punishment (300). The soul that will go to Confession and receive Holy
Communion will obtain complete forgiveness of sins and punishment (699).
To receive these graces, the only condition is to receive Holy Communion worthily on Divine Mercy Sunday (or the Vigil
celebration), by making a good confession within 7 days of Divine Mercy Sunday, and staying in the state of grace and trustingin
His Divine Mercy. By these conditions, our Lord is emphasizing the value of Confession
and Holy Communion as miracles of mercy.

The “Divine Mercy Chaplet” is a prayer that can be prayed using arosary. It’s traditional to pray a Divine Mercy novena, which
starts on Good Friday and ends on Divine Mercy Sunday. Listen to this easy explanation on FORMED: (copy to your browser)
https://watch.formed.org/videos/part-3-st-faustina-and-the-feast-of-divine-mercy
Plenary Indulgence and Divine Mercy: A plenary indulgence can be obtained by going to a church on Divine Mercy Sunday “in a
spirit that is completely detached from the affection for a sin, even a venial sin,” and participating in the prayers held in honor of Divine
Mercy, the 2002 decree says. Those practices could consist of devotions such as the Divine Mercy Chaplet, Eucharistic Adoration, and the

Sacrament of Confession. The faithful could also visit the Blessed Sacrament either exposed or in the tabernacle and recite the Our Father,
icene Creed, and a devout prayer to Christ. The example of a devout prayer that is given in the decree is “Merciful Jesus, I trust in you!”

Hechos de los Apéstoles 4:32-35 Salmo 118:2-4,13-15,22-24 1 Juan 5:1-6

Juan 20:19-31
Este Evangelio combina dos escenas: la aparicion de Jesus a sus discipulos
después de su resurreccion y el didlogo de Jestis con Tomas, el discipulo que
dudaba. Parte del misterio de la resurreccidn de Jess es que se apareci a sus
discipulos no como un espiritu, sino en forma corporal.
