Readings and Reflection for this Sunday

Acts of the Apostles 9:26-31
1 John 3:18-24

Psalm 22:26-27,28,30,31-32
John 15:1-8

Today’s Gospel reading is taken from middle of the Last Supper discourse.
Jesus speaks about his relationship to his disciples. In his metaphor of the
vine and the branches, Jesus is referencing the Hebrew Scriptures. In the
Hebrew Scriptures, Israel is the vineyard, and Yahweh himself tends the
vineyard. One of the primary themes of John’s Gospel is to show Jesus to
be the fulfillment of God’s promises to Israel. In this passage, Jesus
teaches his disciples that his relationship with them will not end after his
death; he will remain with them always. This unity between Jesus and his
disciples is the basis for their ability to continue to do the work that he
began. Similarly, Jesus’ presence with us through the Gift of the Holy Spirit
enables us to continue the work of love and reconciliation that he began.
Jesus also teaches his disciples about the importance of the words he has
taught to them. Just as Jesus will remain in the disciples, so too will his
words. We come to know Jesus through the Scriptures, the living Word of
God. Our commitment to be Christ’s disciples is sustained through God’s
Word. This commitment is also strengthened by our life of prayer and
nourished by the Eucharist. Through the Eucharist, Jesus dwells in us,
remains with us, and transforms us so that we might bear fruit in his
name. We observe many people who act in ways that show their
commitment to serve their neighbor. Christians and non-Christians feed
the hungry, care for the sick, shelter the homeless, and give alms to the
poor. These actions become acts of Christian discipleship when they are
motivated by our relationship with Jesus. Whatever the immediate results,
Jesus promises us that these actions will bear fruit when we undertake
them in his name.

April 29" is the Feast Day of St. Catherine of Siena, Virgin and Doctor of the
Church. She was the 23" of 25 children. Her life was marked by profound
spirituality, dedication to the poor and sick, and influential interactions with
the papacy. As a child, St. Catherine had mystical experiences and divine
visions, seeing guardian angels of others. At the age of 6 she reported her
first vision of Jesus. At age 16 she became a lay Dominican, which marked her
commitment to a life of prayer, service to the poor, and devotion to Christ.
During the Black Plague, she fearlessly nursed and cared for the sick, saving
numerous lives. She wrote “The Dialog of Divine Providence” which is a
compilation of her experiences and conversations with God. She persuaded
the Pope to return the papacy from Avignon to Rome in 1377AD. Toward the
end of her life, she reportedly experienced the Stigmata (having the wounds
of the Crucifixion) which only became visible after her death. St. Catherine’s

letters are considered the most brilliant writings in the history of the Catholic
Church. She was canonized in 1461, and declared a Doctor of the Church in
1970 (A Doctor of the Church is a rare and esteemed title given to those
whose theological writings and teachings have made significant contributions
to understanding the Christian doctrine) She is the patron saint of nurses, the
sick, against fire, miscarriages, people ridiculed for their faith and sexual
temptation. St. Catherine of Siena, Pray for Us!

1 Juan 3:18-24 Juan 15:1-8
