JUNE 23 — TWELFTH SUNDAY OF ORDINARY TIME

Readings and Reflection for this Sunday
Job 38:1,8-11 Psalm 107:23-24,25-26,28-29,30-31 2 Corinthians 5:14-17 Mark 4:35-41

Today's Gospel describes the end of a day of teaching in Jesus' ministry. Jesus taught the crowd in parables and then offered
explanations of these parables to his disciples. Jesus then led his disciples away from the crowds and into the boats that they will
use to cross the Sea of Galilee. The sea and its surrounding area are the settings for Jesus' teachings and miracles in this part of
Mark's Gospel. Today's reading describes how Jesus calmed a storm at sea. Itis the first of four miracles that are presented in
sequence at this pointin Mark's Gospel. As is typical in Mark's Gospel, Jesus' disciples are frightened by the sudden storm; they do
little to inspire confidence in the reader. Mark notes the contrast between the disciples' terror and Jesus' peace. Jesus is sleeping,
untroubled by what is going on around him. The disciples' words to Jesus are telling. They are familiar enough with Jesus to dare to
wake him. Their words to him are words of reproach, questioning his care for them. A careful reader might wonder what the disciples
expected Jesus to do. Are they more troubled by the storm or by Jesus' inattentiveness to their needs? How many of us have chided a
family member or friend for not agreeing with our assessment of the severity of a situation? Today's Gospel offers evidence of Jesus'
power and authority as he calms the storm. In his day, power over nature was believed to be a sign of divinity—only God calms
storms. Jesus' rebuke of the storm also echoes the rebuke he uses when he talks to and expels demons. In each situation, Jesus'
power and authority is a sign of his divinity. Indeed, the disciples are left wondering about Jesus' identity at the conclusion of today's
Gospel. They see before them a human being who acts with the authority and power of God. The disciples' uncertainty about Jesus'
identity is a recurring theme in Mark's Gospel. This Gospelis a metaphor for our lives. We are in the boat, the storms of life are
raging around us, and like the disciples, we may believe that Jesus is unconcerned, or “sleeping.” We hope that we will be as
familiar with Jesus as his disciples. If we feel that Jesus is sleeping, are we comfortable enough to wake Jesus and present him with
our needs? Jesus does not chide his disciples for waking him. Instead, he chides them for their lack of faith, for their lack of
perspective. When we bring our worries to God in prayer, we might just begin to learn to see things from God's perspective.

(Jesus) outside of the Mass. The Eucharistic Host is displayed in a monstrance on the altar so
that all can see and pray in the presence of Christ. (Times listed in purple box) The Catechism
tells us that, “Adoration is the first attitude of man acknowledging that he is a creature before
his Creator. It exalts the greatness of the Lord who made us and the almighty power of the
Savior who sets us free from evil. Adoration is homage of the spirit to the “King of Glory,”
respectful silence in the presence of the “ever greater” God.” (CCC 2628) We can show our
adoration to God in many ways, but in Eucharistic Adoration, we spend time adoring the true
presence of Christ in the Eucharist.

What’s the difference between a Solemnity, Feast Day
or Memorial?

A Solemnity is the highest rank of celebration and is
identified in the calendar with an S. Easter,
Christmas, All Saints Day, the Ascension, Corpus
Christi, and other celebrations of events in our
Lord’s life on earth and certain saints are
solemnities. The Gloria and Creed are always said
on such days. Solemnities are like Sundays, though
most of them are not days of obligation.

Feasts are the next rank down and are identified
with an F. They consist of the celebration of certain
saints like the feast of the Archangels or most of the

Apostles. The Gloria is required on these days,
but not the Creed.

Memorials are the lowest rank and are simply the
celebrations of most of the saints. The Gloria is not
said on these days. Obligatory memorials, identified
with a capital M, must be observed. Optional
memorials, identified with an m, may be observed
but such observation is not required.

Lecturas y Reflexién para este Domingo
Job 38:1,8-11 Salmos 107:23-24,25-26,28-29,30-31 2 Corintios 5:14-17 Mark 4:35-41
El Evangelio de hoy describe el final de un dia de ensefanza en el ministerio de Jesus. Jesus enseno a la multitud en parabolas y
luego ofrecio explicaciones de estas parabolas a sus discipulos. Luego, Jesus alejé a sus discipulos de la multitud y los llevo a las
barcas que usaran para cruzar el Mar de Galilea. ELmary sus alrededores son el escenario de las ensenanzas y milagros de Jesus en
esta parte del Evangelio de Marcos. La lectura de hoy describe como Jesus calmo una tormenta en el mar. Es el primero de cuatro
milagros que se presentan en secuencia en este punto del Evangelio de Marcos. Como es tipico en el Evangelio de Marcos, los
discipulos de Jesus estan asustados por la repentina tormenta; Hacen poco para inspirar confianza en el lector. Marcos nota el
contraste entre el terror de los discipulos y la paz de Jesus. Jesus esta durmiendo, sin preocuparse por lo que sucede a su alrededor.
Las palabras de los discipulos a Jesus son reveladoras. Estan lo suficientemente familiarizados con Jests como para atreverse a
despertarlo. Sus palabras hacia él son palabras de reproche, cuestionando su cuidado por ellos. Un lector atento podria
preguntarse qué esperaban los discipulos que hiciera Jesus. ¢ Estan mas preocupados por la tormenta o por la falta de atencién de
Jesus a sus necesidades? ;Cuantos de nosotros hemos reprendido a un familiar o amigo por no estar de acuerdo con nuestra
evaluacion de la gravedad de una situacion? El Evangelio de hoy ofrece evidencia del poder y la autoridad de Jesus mientras calma
la tormenta. En su época, se creia que el poder sobre la naturaleza era un signo de divinidad: solo Dios calma las tormentas. La
reprension de Jesus a la tormenta también se hace eco de la reprension que usa cuando habla con los demonios y los expulsa. En
cada situacion, el podery la autoridad de Jesus son un signo de su divinidad. De hecho, los discipulos se preguntan sobre la
identidad de Jesus al final del Evangelio de hoy. Ven ante si a un ser humano que actua con la autoridad y el poder de Dios. La
incertidumbre de los discipulos sobre la identidad de Jesus es algo recurrente en el Evangelio de Marcos. Este Evangelio es una
metafora de nuestras vidas. Estamos en la barca, las tormentas de la vida se desenvuelven a nuestro alrededory, al igual que los
discipulos, podemos creer que Jesus no esta preocupado, o que esta "durmiendo". Esperamos estar tan familiarizados con Jesus
como sus discipulos. Si sentimos que Jesus esta durmiendo, ¢nos sentimos lo suficientemente comodos como para despertarloy
presentarle nuestras necesidades? Jesus no reprende a sus discipulos por despertarlo. En cambio, los reprende por su falta de fe,
por su falta de perspectiva. Cuando llevamos nuestras preocupaciones a Dios en oracion, podemos comenzar a aprender a ver las
