I JULY 215 —SIXTEENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME I

Readings and Reflection for this Sunday

Jeremiah 23:1-6 Psalm 23:1-6 Ephesians 2:13-18  Mark 6:30-34
In this today’s Gospel, we read the report of the return of the Twelve, who were sent by Jesus to preach

repentance, heal the sick, and drive out demons. When the Twelve return to Jesus, he invites them to come away
from the crowds and rest. But the crowds will not give them peace. As the Twelve have shared in Jesus’ ministry,

they now appear to share in his popularity. The crowds continue to approach them, and Mark reports that the

disciples don’t even have time to eat. In an effort to get away, Jesus and his disciples board a boat in hopes of
finding a deserted place. But the crowds notice this and arrive ahead of them. The crowds are so persistent that

Jesus and his disciples cannot find a place to be alone. Mark’s Gospel tells us that Jesus is moved with pity and
begins to teach the crowds. The work of Jesus and his disciples appears to be a round-the-clock job. In the next

few weeks, we will hear the story of Jesus’ feeding of the multitude, but our Lectionary will turn to the sixth
chapter of the Gospel of John to report and reflect on this story.

In today’s Gospel, we hear the Twelve referred to as “apostles.” The word apostle is a Greek word meaning “one who
is sent.” Jesus chose twelve men from among his disciples whom he sent to share in his ministry of preaching and
healing. The first report of this is found in the third chapter of Mark’s Gospel, where the Twelve are also called
apostles and the names of this select group are listed. We who are Jesus’ disciples today have also been sent to share
the Gospel with others. Perhaps our commitment to following Jesus as his disciple leaves us feeling tired and
overwhelmed. In today’s Gospel, we hear Jesus affirm the importance of times of rest and renewal. Jesus wanted his
disciples to come away and spend time alone with him. This is what we seek and find in our life of prayer and in our
celebration of the Eucharist.

Let's continue learning about the different Marian Devotions! June 27: Our Lady of Perpetual Help, 13th
Century. The icon depicts our Blessed Mother Mary under the title “Mother of God,” holding the Child Jesus.
The Archangels Michael and Gabriel, hovering in the upper corners, hold the instruments of the Passion: St.
Michael (in the left corner) holds the spear, the wine-soaked sponge and the crown of thorns, and St. Gabriel
(in the right corner) holds the cross and the nails. The intent of the artist was to portray the Child Jesus
contemplating the vision of His future Passion. The anguish He feels is shown by the loss of one of His
sandals. Nevertheless, the icon also conveys the triumph of Christ over sin and death, symbolized by the
golden background (a sign of the glory of the resurrection) and the manner in which the angels hold the
instruments. In a very beautiful way, the Child Jesus grasps the hand of the Blessed Mother. He seeks
comfort from His mother as He sees the instruments of His passion. The position of Mary’s hands — both
holding the Child Jesus(who seems like a small adult) and presenting Him to us — convey the reality of our
Lord’s incarnation, that He is true God who became also true man. In iconography, Mary here is represented
as the one who guides us to the Redeemer. She also is our Help, who intercedes on our behalf with her Son. The star painted on Mary'’s
veil, centered on her forehead, highlights her role in the plan of salvation as both the Mother of God and our Mother.

Jeremias 23:1-6 Salmo 23:1-6 Efesios 2:13-18 Marcos 6:30-34
En este Evangelio de hoy, leemos el relato del regreso de los Doce, que fueron enviados por Jests para predicar el
arrepentimiento, sanar a los enfermos y expulsar a los demonios. Cuando los Doce regresan a Jesus, €l los invita a alejarse
de las multitudes y descansar. Pero las multitudes no les daran paz. Como los Doce han participado en el ministerio de
Jesus, Ahora parecen compartir su popularidad. Las multitudes contintian acercandose a ellos, y Marcos informa que los
discipulos ni siquiera tienen tiempo para comer. En un esfuerzo por escapar, Jesus y sus discipulos abordan un bote con la
esperanza de encontrar un lugar desierto. Pero las multitudes se dan cuenta de esto y llegan antes que ellos. Las
multitudes son tan persistentes que Jesus y sus discipulos no pueden encontrar un lugar para estar solos. El Evangelio de
Marcos nos dice que Jests se conmueve de lastima y comienza a ensenar a las multitudes. La obra de Jesus y sus discipulos
parece ser un trabajo de 24 horas. Unas pocas semanas, escucharemos la historia de Jests alimentando a la multitud, pero
nuestro Leccionario pasara al capitulo sexto del Evangelio de Juan para relatar y reflexionar sobre esta historia.

En el Evangelio de hoy, escuchamos que se refieren a los Doce como "apostoles”. La palabra apéstol es una palabra griega
que significa "el que es enviado".
