Our word Eucharist is taken from the Greek language and describes
an action: “to give thanks.” In the Eucharist we are fed by Jesus
himself, and we are sent to serve others. John’s Gospel notes the
detail that the bread blessed and shared with the crowd are barley
loaves. This is the food of the poor. It reminds us that God feeds and
nourishes us, fulfilling our physical needs as well as our spiritual
ones. In the Eucharist, we are sent to serve the poorest among us.
The story of the multiplication of the loaves and the fishes recalls a
particular aspect of the Mass. In this miracle, Jesus transforms a
young boy’s offering of five barley loaves and two fish. In the
offertory at Mass, we present the fruits of our labors, represented by
bread and wine. These gifts, given to us first by God as grain and
fruit, are returned to God in our offering of thanksgiving. God in
turn transforms our gifts, making this bread and wine the very Body
and Blood of Jesus. We also offer ourselves in this exchange, and we,
too, are transformed by the Eucharist.

A poor Indian named Juan Diego, a 57-year-old widower, and lived in a small village near Mexico City. On
Saturday morning December 9, 1531, he was on his way to a nearby barrio to attend Mass in honor of Qur
Lady. Juan was walking by a hill called Tepeyac when he heard beautiful music like the warbling of birds. A
radiant cloud appeared, and within it stood an Indian maiden dressed like an Aztec princess. The lady
spoke to him in his own language and sent him to the bishop of Mexico. The bishop was to build a chapel
in the place where the lady appeared. Eventually the bishop told Juan to have the lady give him a sign.
About this same time Juan’s uncle became seriously ill. This led poor Juan to try to avoid the lady.
Nevertheless, the lady found Juan, assured him that his uncle would recover, and provided roses for Juan
to carry to the bishop in his cape or tilma. On December 12, when Juan Diego opened his tilma in the
bishop’s presence, the roses fell to the ground, and the bishop sank to his knees. On the tilma where the
roses had been appeared an image of Mary exactly as she had appeared at the hill of Tepeyac. She is the
Patron Saint of the America’s.

Veiling: You may have noticed more and more women in our parish who are wearing beautiful veils on their heads during
Mass. Since the early days of Christianity, wearing chapel veils has been a common practice among women. Chapel veils,
also commonly called mantillas, which comes from the word manta, meaning cape, are typically circular or triangular
shaped pieces of lace that are draped over a woman’s head when attending Mass, or in the presence of the Blessed
Sacrament. The wearing of the Mantilla is an act of veiling a woman's physical beauty, so that the beauty of God may be
glorified instead. It is also a way of emulating, Mary, our mother, who is the archetype of purity and humility. Moreover,
the mantilla, or chapel veil, signifies the role of women as a life-bearing vessel. The chalice holding the blood of Christ is
veiled until the Preparation of the Gifts, and the tabemacle is veiled between Masses. Both of these vessels hold the
Eucharist - the very life of Christ. In a similar fashion, the woman was endowed by God with the special gift of bearing new
human life. Because of this, women, as all things holy and sacred, are veiled. Before the Second Vatican Council, the
wearing of chapel veils was required for a woman when attending Mass, as a symbol of her modesty and humility before
God. Although this practice is no longer required, it is still very much supported and encouraged by the Church as a sign
of reverence and piety while in the presence of God. Is God calling you to pray about taking up veiling?

Uso de velos: Es posible que haya notado que cada vez mas mujeres en nuestra parroquia usan hermosos velos en la cabeza
durante la Misa. Desde los primeros dias del cristianismo, el uso de velos de capilla ha sido una practica comiin entre las
mujeres. Los velos de capilla, también llamados comdnmente mantillas, que proviene de la palabra manta, que significa

capa, son tipicamente piezas de encaje de forma circular o triangular que se colocan sobre la cabeza de una mujer cuando
asiste a Misa o en presencia del Santisimo Sacramento. El uso de la mantilla es un acto de velar la belleza fisica de una
mujer, para que la belleza de Dios pueda ser glorificada en su lugar. Es también una forma de emular a Maria, nuestra
madre, que es el arquetipo de la pureza y la humildad. Ademas, la mantilla, o velo de capilla, significa el papel de la mujer
como un recipiente portador de vida. El caliz que contiene la sangre de Cristo se vela hasta la Preparacion de los Dones, y el
tabernaculo se vela entre las Misas. Ambos vasos contienen la Eucaristia, la vida misma de Cristo. De manera similar, la
mujer fue dotada por Dios con el don especial de dar a luz una nueva vida humana. Debido a esto, las mujeres, como todas
las cosas santas y sagradas, estan veladas. Antes del Concilio Vaticano II, el uso de velos de capilla era obligatorio para una
mujer cuando asistia a Misa, como simbolo de su modestia y humildad ante Dios. Aunque esta practica ya no es necesaria,
sigue siendo muy apoyada y alentada por la Iglesia como un signo de reverencia y piedad mientras se esta en la presencia de
Dios. ¢Te esta llamando Dios a orar para que te pongas el velo?
