John 6:60-69

Our word Eucharist is taken from the Greek language and describes
an action: “to give thanks.” In the Eucharist we are fed by Jesus
himself, and we are sent to serve others. John’s Gospel notes the
detail that the bread blessed and shared with the crowd are barley
loaves. This is the food of the poor. It reminds us that God feeds and
nourishes us, fulfilling our physical needs as well as our spiritual
ones. In the Eucharist, we are sent to serve the poorest among us.
The story of the multiplication of the loaves and the fishes recalls a
particular aspect of the Mass. In this miracle, Jesus transforms a
young boy’s offering of five barley loaves and two fish. In the
offertory at Mass, we present the fruits of our labors, represented by
bread and wine. These gifts, given to us first by God as grain and
fruit, are returned to God in our offering of thanksgiving. God in turn
transforms our gifts, making this bread and wine the very Body and
Blood of Jesus. We also offer ourselves in this exchange, and we, too,
are transformed by the Eucharist.

Let's wrap up our learning about the different Marian Devotions with Our Lady of the Rosary! Feast day
October 7™. Saint Pius V established the feast of Our Lady of Victory to thank God for the Christian defeat of
the Turks at Lepanto—a victory attributed to praying the rosary. Pope Gregory XIII changed the name to
Feast of the Holy Rosary-originally celebrated on the first Sunday in October-in 1573. Pope Clement XI
extended the feast to the universal Church in 1716. And in 1913, Saint Pius X set the date for the feast that
we know today of October 7. The development of the rosary has a long history. A practice developed of
praying 150 Our Fathers in imitation of the 150 Psalms. Then there was a parallel practice of praying 150
Hail Marys. Soon a mystery of Jesus’ life was attached to each Hail Mary. Though Mary’s giving of the
rosary to Saint Dominic is recognized as a legend, the development of this prayer form owes much to the
followers of Saint Dominic. The purpose of the rosary is to help us meditate on the great mysteries of our
salvation. In the 16th century, the rosary was developed to consist of 15 mysteries: joyful, sorrowful and
glorious. In 2002, Pope John Paul II added the five Mysteries of Light to this devotion. Some struggle
with the repetition of the prayers, ask God for the grace to pray it anyway. Our Lady of the Rosary,
pray for us. You can join us for the rosary during any of the Adoration times or before each Mass.
