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SEPTEMBER 8™ — TWENTY THIRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Readings and Reflection for this Sunday Isaiah 35:4-7a  Psalm 146:7-10  James 2:1-5 Mark 7:31-37
In today’s reading, Jesus heals a man who was deaf and had a speech impediment. This is a story about Jesus’ healing
power, and in it we find clues about our understanding of sacrament. We are struck by the physical means used to heal the
man, the use of spittle and touch. The Church continues to celebrate the sacraments using physical means. In the
Sacrament of Baptism, water and oil are used to show the power of the Holy Spirit. In the Sacrament of the Anointing of
the Sick, we are anointed with holy oil on the forehead and the hands. In the Eucharist, bread and wine become the Body
and Blood of Christ. We are a sacramental people who believe that God’s grace is given to us through these physical signs.
Some, however, see in this Gospel an image of the proclamation of the good news of Jesus to the Gentiles. The geographic
references tell us that Jesus is journeying through Gentile territory. Jesus had previously visited this region and healed a
person possessed by a demon. Jesus was already famous there, which explains why people brought the deaf man to him.
The story that precedes this reading in Mark’s Gospel sets the stage. Jesus encounters a Gentile, a Syrophoenician woman
who asks him to heal her demon-possessed daughter. Jesus engages her in a dialogue about not feeding to dogs the food
intended for children. Jesus is struck by the woman’s great faith when she replies that even dogs eat the food that falls
from the table, and he heals her daughter immediately. The faith of this Greek woman compels Jesus to respond to her
plea. Mark shows that Jesus’ own mission affirms the early Church’s mission to the Gentiles. This was a significant issue to
the early Christian community, which found that the good news of Jesus took root and spread quickly among the Gentiles.
Yet there is an irony in the story of healing that Mark tells. Jesus gives the man the gift of speech, but then tells him not to
use it. Jesus asks that the news of his healing power, which is evidence of his identity as the Messiah, not be spread. This is

a recurring motif in Mark’s Gospel and is sometimes called the “messianic secret.”  Loyolapress.com

Do you have questions? We have answers!
“A friend of mine said that his church takes the Bible literally, but
that the Catholic Church doesn't is that true?”

Actually, there is no truth to that, whatsoever. Catholics interpret
the Bible in a “literal” sense, while many fundamentalists,
Evangelicals, and others interpret the Bible in a literalist sense.
The “literal” meaning of a passage of Scripture is the meaning
that the author of that passage of Scripture intended to convey.
The “literalist” interpretation of a passage of Scripture is: “that's
what it says, that's what it means.”

Let me give you an example to illustrate the difference. If you
were to read a passage in a book that said it was “raining cats
and dogs outside”, how would you interpret that? As Americans,
in the 21st Century, you would know that the author was
intending to convey the idea that it was raining pretty hard
outside. That would be the “literal” interpretation...the
interpretation the author intended to convey. On the other hand,
what if you made a “literalist” interpretation of the phrase, "it's
raining cats and dogs"?

The "“literalist” interpretation would be that, were you to walk
outside, you would actually see cats and dogs falling from the
sky like rain. No taking into account the popularly accepted
meaning of this phrase. No taking into account the author’s
intentions. The words say it was raining cats and dogs, so, it was
raining cats and dogs! That is the literalist, or fundamentalist, way
of interpretation. If someone 2000 years in the future picked up
that same book and read, “It was raining cats and dogs outside,”
in order to properly understand that passage in the book, they
would need a “literal” interpretation, not a “literalist”
interpretation. Now, think about that in the context of
interpreting the Bible 2000-3000 years after it was written.
Literal, or Catholic, interpretation vs. literalist, or fundamentalist,
interpretation.

8 DE SEPTIEMBRE — VIGESIMO TERCER DOMINGO DEL TIEMPO ORDINARIO

Lecturas y Reflexion para este Domingo Isaias 35:4-7a Salmo 146:7-10 Santiago 2:1-5 Marcos 7:31-37

En la lectura de hoy, Jests sana a un hombre que era sordo y tenia un impedimento del habla. Esta es una historia sobre el
poder sanador de Jesus, y en ella encontramos pistas sobre nuestra comprension de los sacramentos. Nos llaman la
atencion los medios fisicos utilizados para curar al hombre, el uso de la saliva y el tacto. La Iglesia sigue celebrando los
sacramentos con medios fisicos. En el Sacramento del Bautismo, el agua y el aceite se usan para mostrar el poder del
Espiritu Santo. En el Sacramento de la Uncion de los Enfermos, somos ungidos con 6leo santo en la frente y en las manos.
En la Eucaristia, el pan y el vino se convierten en el Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo. Somos un pueblo sacramental que cree
que la gracia de Dios nos es dada a través de estos signos fisicos. Algunos, sin embargo, ven en este Evangelio una imagen
del anuncio de la buena nueva de Jesus a los gentiles. Las referencias geograficas nos dicen que Jesus esta viajando a través
del territorio gentil. Jests habia visitado previamente esta region y san6 a una persona poseida por un demonio. Jesus ya
era famoso alli, lo que explica por qué la gente le traia al hombre sordo. La historia que precede a esta lectura en el
Evangelio de Marcos prepara el escenario. Jesus se encuentra con una gentil, una mujer siro-fenicia, que le pide que cure a
su hija poseida por un demonio. Jesus la entabla en un dialogo sobre no alimentar a los perros con la comida destinada a los
ninos. A Jesus le impresiona la gran fe de la mujer cuando ella responde que incluso los perros comen la comida que cae de
la mesa, y €l cura a su hija inmediatamente. La fe de esta mujer griega obliga a Jesus a responder a su suplica. Marcos
muestra que la propia mision de Jesus afirma la mision de la Iglesia primitiva hacia los gentiles. Este fue un tema
importante para la comunidad cristiana primitiva, que descubri6 que las buenas nuevas de Jests echaron raices y se
extendieron rapidamente entre los gentiles. Sin embargo, hay una ironia en la historia de sanidad que cuenta Marcos. Jestus
le da al hombre el don de la palabra, pero luego le dice que no la use. Jesus pide que no se difunda la noticia de su poder
sanador, que es evidencia de su identidad como el Mesias. Este es un motivo recurrente en el Evangelio de Marcos y a

veces se le llama el "secreto mesianico".
