Readings and Reflection for this Sunday

Genesis 15:5-12, 17,18 Psalm 27:1,7-9, 13,14 Philippians 3:17-4:1 Luke 9:28b-36

For the second Sunday of Lent, we move from Jesus' retreat to the desert to his
Transfiguration. Each year on the first Sunday of Lent, our Gospel tells the
story of Jesus’ temptation in the desert. On the second Sunday of Lent each

year, we hear the story of Jesus’ Transfiguration. The Transfiguration occurs
after Peter's confession that Jesus is the Messiah and Jesus' prediction about
his Passion. After the prediction there is a discussion of the cost of discipleship
in each of these Gospels. The placement of the Transfiguration story close to
Peter's confession and Jesus' prediction encourages us to examine the
Transfiguration in the larger context of the Paschal Mystery. The
Transfiguration occurs on a mountain in the presence of just three of Jesus'
disciples—Peter, James and John. These are among the first disciples that
Jesus called in Luke's Gospel. We recently heard this Gospel at Mass, on the
fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time. Only Luke's Gospel, which often describes Jesus
at prayer, indicates that Jesus is praying as his appearance changes to bright
white. Luke indicates that the three disciples were sleeping while Jesus prayed.

They will be sleeping again as Jesus prays in the Garden of Gethsemane before

his Passion and death. On witnessing Jesus' Transfiguration and seeing Jesus
with Elijah and Moses, Peter offers to construct three tents for them. Having

just awoken, perhaps Peter's offer was made in confusion. We also notice that
Peter reverted from his earlier confession that Jesus is the Messiah, calling

Jesus “master” instead. As if in reply to Peter's confusion, a voice from heaven

speaks, affirming Jesus as God's Son and commanding that the disciples listen

to him. This voice from heaven recalls the voice that was heard at Jesus'
baptism which, in Luke's Gospel, spoke directly to Jesus as God's Son. In his
Transfiguration, we see an anticipation of the glory of Jesus' Resurrection. In
each of the reports of the Transfiguration, the disciples keep secret what they
have seen. Not until they also witness his Passion and death will the disciples

STAHONS 01: THE CROSS ~ Why during Lent? & What are They?

Lent is a penitential season to prepare for Easter, so this is the perfect time to learn about the Stations of the Cross!

The Stations of the Cross are a way to pray and meditate on Christ's Passion. It is divided into 14 stations that trace
the path from the time Jesus was condemned to His burial. This devotion has been encouraged by the
Catholic Church and is especially useful during Lent.

This devotion has evolved over time, but tradition holds that our Blessed Mother daily visited the scenes of our
Lord's passion. After Constantine legalized Christianity in the year 312, this pathway was marked with its important
stations. St. Jerome (342-420), living in Bethlehem during the later part of his life, attested to the crowds of pilgrims
from various countries who visited those holy places and followed the Way of the Cross. The devotion continued to
evolve and spread throughout Europe, due to the Franciscan friars in the 14™ and 15" centuries. Eventually, the
popularity of this devotion spread even further. In the 16" century, this devotion was officially called
“Via Doloraosa” (Sorrowful Way or Way of the Cross)

During Lent, many Catholic Churches offer Stations of the Cross. Consider making the
Stations of the Cross part of your family prayer during Lent! (Every Friday from 630-7pm)

The 14 Stations are: Pilate condemns Christ to death; Jesus carries the cross; the first fall; Jesus meets His
Blessed Mother; Simon of Cyrene helps to carry the cross; Veronica wipes the face of Jesus; the second fall;
Jesus speaks to the women of Jerusalem; the third fall; Jesus is stripped of His garments; Jesus is nailed to the
cross; Jesus dies on the cross; Jesus is taken down from the cross; and Jesus is laid in the tomb.

For Catholics, this devotion also brings plenary indulgences when piously observed for a half an hour.

Lecturas vy Reflexién para este Domingo

Génesis 15:5-12, 17,18 Salmo 27:1,7-9, 13,14 Filipenses 3:17-4:1 Lucas 9:28b-36

Para el sequndo domingo de Cuaresma, pasamos del retiro de Jesls al desierto a
su Transfiguracion. Cada afio, en el primer domingo de Cuaresma, nuestro
Evangelio cuenta la historia de la tentacion de Jes(s en el desierto. EL sequndo
domingo de Cuaresma de cada afio, escuchamos la historia de la Transfiguracién
de Jesls. La Transfiguracion ocurre después de la confesion de Pedro de que
Jesus es el Mesias y la prediccion de Jes(s sobre su Pasion. Después de la
prediccion, hay una discusion sobre el costo del discipulado en cada uno de estos
Evangelios. La ubicacién de la historia de la Transfiguracién cerca de la confesidn
de Pedro y la prediccién de Jests nos anima a examinar la Transfiguracion en el
contexto mas amplio del Misterio Pascual. La Transfiguracién ocurre en una
montafia en presencia de solo tres de los discipulos de Jesls: Pedro, Santiago y
Juan. Estos son algunos de los primeros discipulos que Jesus llamd en el Evangelio
de Lucas. Recientemente hemos escuchado este Evangelio en la Misa, en el quinto
domingo del Tiempo Ordinario. Solo el Evangelio de Lucas, que a menudo describe
a Jesls en oracién, indica que Jes(s esta orando cuando su apariencia cambia a un
blanco brillante. Lucas indica que los tres discipulos estaban durmiendo mientras
Jesls oraba. Volveran a dormir mientras Jess ora en el Huerto de Getsemani
antes de su Pasidn y muerte. Al presenciar la Transfiguracion de Jests y ver a
Jeslis con Elias y Moisés, Pedro se ofrece a construir tres tiendas para ellos.
Habiendo despertado, tal vez la oferta de Pedro fue hecha en confusién. También
notamos que Pedro se retractd de su confesion anterior de que Jesls es el Mesias,
llamando a Jes(s "maestro" en su lugar. Como en respuesta a la confusion de
Pedro, una voz del cielo habla, afirmando a Jests como Hijo de Dios y ordenando a
los discipulos que lo escuchen. Esta voz del cielo recuerda la voz que se escuché en
el bautismo de Jesus que, en el Evangelio de Lucas, habld directamente a Jeslis
como Hijo de Dios. En su Transfiguracidn, vemos una anticipacion de la gloria de la
resurreccién de Jesus. En cada uno de los relatos de la Transfiguracién, los
discipulos mantienen en secreto lo que han visto. Hasta que no sean testigos de
su pasién y muerte, los discipulos no comprenderan la Transfiguracion de

VIA CRUCIS ~ (Qué significa el via crucis, y por qué durante la Cuaresma?

La Cuaresma es un tiempo penitencial para prepararse para la Pascua, por lo que este es el momento perfecto para aprender

sobre el Via Cruclis.

El Via Crucis es una forma de rezar y meditar sobre la Pasion de Cristo. Esta dividida en 14 estaciones que trazan el camino
desde el momento en que Jesus fue condenado hasta su sepultura. Esta devocion ha sido alentada por la
Iglesia Catolica y es especialmente 1til durante la Cuaresma.
