APRIL 6™ — FIFTH SUNDAY OF LENT

Readings and Reflection for this Sunday
[saiah 43:16-21 Psalm 126:1-6  Philippians 3:8-14  John 8:1-11

Today's Gospel begins by reporting that Jesus is again teaching the crowds in the vicinity of the Temple. The scribes and the
Pharisees approach Jesus, bringing a woman who has been caught in the act of adultery. They put to Jesus the question of what
ought to be done in this case. The Pharisees state clearly that according to the Law of Moses, those caught in the act of adultery were to be
stoned to death. Under Roman occupation, however, the Jewish people did not have the authority to execute people; this is cited in John's
passion narrative. To answer the Pharisees' question, Jesus must propose an action that will be either contrary to the Law of Moses or contrary
to Roman law. The purpose of the question appears to be similar to the question about paying taxes found in (Mark 12:13-17).
Either answer, yes or no, will support the Pharisees' case against Jesus.

Jesus avoids the trap, however, by offering an answer that was not anticipated by those who posed the question. Jesus, after writing on the
ground with his finger, addresses those who stand before him and suggests that the one without sin cast the first stone. Jesus then returns to his
writing. This Scripture reading, by the way, is the only evidence we have of Jesus writing. Yet there are no specific details about what he wrote.
We can easily imagine the scene as the Pharisees and the elders disperse, one by one. Jesus has eluded the trap they had prepared. We might
also give credit to the elders and the Pharisees who do not, in the end, claim to be sinless and worthy of passing judgment. These Pharisees are
not as self-righteous as the portrait found in the parable of the Pharisee and the tax collector (Luke 18:9-14).

Left alone with the woman, Jesus asks where the accusers have gone. With no one remaining to condemn the woman, Jesus (the one who truly
is without sin) sends the woman on her way, refusing to pass judgment on her and exhorting her to avoid future sin. This is a profound lesson in
divine mercy and forgiveness. As sinners, we are all unworthy to judge the sins of others and we would stand convicted by God for our
transgressions. Yet Jesus, the one without sin and thus our judge, offers us who are sinners his mercy and forgiveness. Redeemed by Jesus'
compassion, we are sent to sin no more and to live in God's love and peace. Loyolapress.com

Lecturas y Reflexion para este Domingo
[satas 43:16-21 Salmo 126:1-6 Filipenses 3:8-14 Juan 8:1-11

El Evangelio de hoy comienza informando que Jesus esta ensefiando de nuevo a las multitudes en las cercanias del Templo. Los escribas y los
Los fariseos se acercan a Jesus, trayendo a una mujer que ha sido sorprendida en el acto de adulterio. Le plantearon a Jesus la pregunta de qué
debe hacerse en este caso. Los fariseos declaran claramente que, segun la Ley de Moisés, los que fueran sorprendidos en el acto de adulterio debian ser
apedreados hasta la muerte. Sin embargo, bajo la ocupacion romana, el pueblo judio no tenia autoridad para ejecutar a las personas; esto se cita en la
narracion de la pasion de Juan. Para responder a la pregunta de los fariseos, Jesus debe proponer una accién que sea contraria a la Ley de Moisés o
contraria a la ley romana. El proposito de la pregunta parece ser similar a la pregunta sobre el pago de impuestos que se encuentra en (Marcos 12:13-17).
Cualquiera de las dos respuestas, si 0 no, apoyara el caso de los fariseos contra JesUs.

Sin embargo, Jesus evita la trampa ofreciendo una respuesta que no fue anticipada por aquellos que plantearon la pregunta. Jesus, después de escribir en el
suelo con su dedo, se dirige a los que estan delante de él y sugiere que el que esté libre de pecado tire la primera piedra. Entonces Jesus vuelve a su
escritura. Esta lectura de las Escrituras, por cierto, es la Unica evidencia que tenemos de JesUs escribiendo. Sin embargo, no hay detalles especificos sobre lo
que escribi6. Podemos imaginar facilmente la escena mientras los fariseos y los ancianos se dispersan, uno por uno. Jesus ha eludido la trampa que habian
preparado. También podriamos dar crédito a los ancianos y a los fariseos que, al final, no afirman estar libres de pecado y ser dignos de juicio. Estos fariseos
no son tan santurrones como el retrato que se encuentra en la parabola del fariseo y el recaudador de impuestos (Lucas 18:9-14).

Al quedarse a solas con la mujer, JesUs pregunta a donde han ido los acusadores. Sin que quede nadie que condene a la mujer, Jesus (el que
verdaderamente esta sin pecado) envia a la mujer en su camino, negandose a juzgarla y exhortandola a evitar futuros pecados. Esta es una profunda leccion
de misericordia divina y perdén. Como pecadores, todos somos indignos de juzgar los pecados de los demas y seriamos condenados por Dios por nuestras
transgresiones. Sin embargo, Jesus, el que esté libre de pecado y, por lo tanto, nuestro juez, nos ofrece a nosotros, que somos pecadores, su misericordia y
su perdon. Redimidos por la compasion de JesUs, somos enviados a no pecar mas y a vivir en el amor y la paz de Dios.
