Readings and Reflection for this Sunday
Genesis 14:18-20 Psalm 110:1-4 1 Corinthians 11:23-26  Luke 9:11-17

The feeding of the 5,000 is the only one of Jesus' miracles to appear in all
four Gospels. Luke places it between Herod's question, “Who is this about
whom | hear such things?” and Peter's response to Jesus' question about
who he thought Jesus was: “You are the Messiah of God.” In Luke the feeding
is not the result of Jesus' compassion for the crowd but is instigated by the
disciples. They wanted Jesus to send the crowd away to town. Instead Jesus
tells the disciples to give them some food on their own.

The passage is meant to remind us of two feedings in the Old Testament: the
feeding of the Israelites in the desert and Elisha's feeding of 100 people with
20 loaves in 2 Kings 4:42-44. |t is also connected to the institution of the
Eucharist. As in the Last Supper accounts in Matthew, Mark, and Luke and in
Paul's account in 1 Corinthians 11:23-24, Jesus takes bread, looks up to
heaven, blesses the bread, breaks it, and then gives it to the disciples. In
using this exact language, Luke is reminding his readers that in this miracle
Jesus is doing more than feeding hungry people as God did for the Israelites
and the prophet Elisha did as well. The bread he gives is his body, which he
will continue to give as often as the community breaks bread in remembrance
of him in the Eucharist.

Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ (Also known as Corpus
Cristi) The Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ is also known as the
Solemnity of Corpus Christi, which translates from Latin to “Body of Christ.” This feast
originated in France in the thirteenth century and was extended to the whole Church

by Pope Urban IV in 1264. This feast calls us to focus on two manifestations of the

Body of Christ, the Holy Eucharist and the Church. The primary purpose of this feast

is to focus our attention on the Eucharist. The opening prayer at Mass calls our
attention to Jesus’ suffering and death and our worship of Him, especially in the
Eucharist. At every Mass our attention is called to the Eucharist and the Real
Presence of Christ in it. The secondary focus of this feast is upon the Body of Christ as
it is present in the Church. The Church is called the Body of Christ because of the
intimate communion which Jesus shares with his disciples. He expresses this in the
gospels by using the metaphor of a body in which He is the head. This image helps
keep in focus both the unity and the diversity of the Church. The Feast of Corpus
Christi is commonly used as an opportunity for public Eucharistic processions, which
serves as a sign of common faith and adoration. Our worship of Jesus in His Body and
Blood calls us to offer to God our Father a pledge of undivided love and an offering of
ourselves to the service of others.

Devotion to the love of God had been a part of popular devotion since the early days
of the Church, and, with a few exceptions, the symbol of that love was the blood and
water flowing from the wounded side of Christ as he hung on the cross. It was not
until the 17th century, and the rise of a more affectionate approach to the humanity of
Jesus, that devotion specifically to the heart of Jesus gained popularity.

Due to the work of Saint John Eudes, a feast in honor of Jesus’ heart was first
celebrated on August 31, 1670. The devotion gained rapidly in popularity due to the
visions of Saint Margaret Mary Alacoque. In an apparition on June 16, 1675, Jesus
specifically asked for a feast of the Sacred Heart on the Friday after the octave of
Corpus Christi—the celebration of the Body and Blood of Jesus. This requested feast

was to be in reparation for the lack of gratitude people showed for the loving sacrifice
that Jesus had made for them; the sacrifice made present in the Sacrament of the body
and blood of Jesus, the Eucharist.

Lecturas y Reflexién para este Domingo
Génesis 14:18-20 Salmo 110:1-4 1 Corintios 11:23-26 Lucas 9:11-17

La alimentacion de los 5.000 es el unico de los milagros de Jesus que aparece en
los cuatro Evangelios. Lucas lo coloca entre la pregunta de Herodes: ";Quién es
éste de quien oigo tales cosas?" y la respuesta de Pedro a la pregunta de Jesus

sobre quién pensaba que era Jesus: "Tu eres el Mesias de Dios". En Lucas, la
alimentacion no es el resultado de la compasion de Jesus por la multitud, sino
que es instigada por los discipulos. Querian que Jesus enviara a la multitud a la
ciudad. En cambio, Jesus les dice a los discipulos que les den algo de comida por
su cuenta. El pasaje tiene la intencion de recordarnos dos alimentaciones en el
Antiguo Testamento: la alimentacion de los israelitas en el desierto y la
alimentacion de Eliseo a 100 personas con 20 panes en 2 Reyes 4:42-44.
También esta relacionado con la institucion de la Eucaristia. Como en los relatos
de la Ultima Cena en Mateo, Marcos y Lucas y en el relato de Pablo en 1 Corintios
11:23-24, Jesus toma el pan, mira al cielo, bendice el pan, lo parte y luego se lo
da a los discipulos. Al usar este lenguaje exacto, Lucas esta recordando a sus
lectores que en este milagro Jesus esta haciendo mas que alimentar a las
personas hambrientas, como Dios lo hizo con los israelitas y el profeta Eliseo
también. El pan que da es su cuerpo, que seguira dando tantas veces como la
