Do you have Questions? We have answers: Who enters Purgatory
and why is purification necessary? Only those who die in a state of
grace enter Purgatory—those who die in unrepented mortal sin go
directly to Hell, not Purgatory. The Church teaches that Purgatory
receives the imperfectly purified who die with venial sins not yet
forgiven, temporal punishment still due for forgiven sins,
attachments to created things preventing full union with God, or
imperfections in virtue hindering complete holiness (Catechism of
the Catholic Church). The theological necessity arises from God’s
absolute holiness. As Revelation 21:27 declares, “nothing unclean
shall enter” Heaven, and Hebrews 12:14 teaches that “without
holiness no one will see the Lord”. The Catechism explains that sin
has a “double consequence”—eternal punishment (remitted
through absolution) and temporal punishment (CCC
1472; Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1994). Even after sins are
forgiven sacramentally, this temporal punishment must be satisfied
either on earth through penance or after death in Purgatory. Find
