OCTOBER 19™ — TWENTY-NINTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Readings and Reflection for this Sunday Exodus 17:8-13  Psalm 121:1-8 2 Timothy 3:14,4:2 Luke 18:1-8

This is the first of two parables that Jesus tells in Luke 18 about prayer. (The second will be read at Mass next Sunday.) This
first parable is a lesson in persistence in prayer. (Next Sunday's parable will address attitude in prayer.) While the parable
seems to present prayer as nagging God for what we want, such a reading misses the point. God is not like the judge in the
parable, worn down by requests and coerced to respond. The key is found in the description of the judge as corrupt and
unjust. Since God can be neither, we must understand Jesus to be saying that if even an unjust judge responds to the
persistence of the widow, how much more so will God listen to our prayers. God truly wants to hear our needs and
respond generously. It is the final lament of Jesus that gets to the point of the parable. The lesson is about the persistence
of the one who prays. God wants us to be like the persistent widow, staying in relationship with God, confident that God
hears and answers prayers. Then Jesus laments, “Will such faith be found when the Son of Man comes?” In this lament,

Jesus notes how easy it can be for us to lose heart.”  Loyolapress.com

Since the practice of asking others to pray for us is so highly
recommended in Scripture, it cannot be regarded as superfluous
on the grounds that one can go directly to Jesus. The New
Testament would not recommend it if there were not benefits
coming from it. One such benefit is that the faith and devotion of
the saints can support our own weaknesses and supply what is
lacking in our own faith and devotion. Jesus regularly supplied
for one person based on another person’s faith (e.g., Matt. 8:13,
15:28, 17:15-18; Mark 9:17-29; Luke 8:49-55). And it goes without
saying that those in heaven, being free of the body and the
distractions of this life, have even greater confidence in and
devotion to God than anyone on earth.

There’s a Bible Verse for that!

Have you been challenged about your faith? Do
not be afraid to defend your faith (or find your
answers)! We have been handed down our faith
through Tradition (with a capital T) and through
Scripture as our source of faith.

",Por qué pedimos a los santos su intercesion? ;Por qué no
orar directamente a Jests? Respuesta: jPor supuesto que uno
debe orar directamente a Jesus!" Pero eso no significa que no
sea bueno pedir a otros que oren por uno también. En ultima
instancia, la objecion de "ir directamente a JesUs" vuelve a recaer
sobre el que la hace: ;Por qué deberiamos pedirle a cualquier
cristiano, en el cielo o en la tierra, que ore por nosotros cuando
podemos pedirle a Jesus directamente? Si el mero hecho de que
podamos ir directamente a Jesus probara que no debemos
pedirle a ningun cristiano en el cielo que ore por nosotros,
entonces también probaria que no debemos pedirle a ningtin
cristiano en la tierra que ore por nosotros.

Orar unos por otros es simplemente parte de lo que hacen los
cristtanos. Como vimos, en 1 Timoteo 2:1-4, Pablo alentd
fuertemente a los cristianos a interceder por muchas cosas
diferentes, y ese pasaje no es de ninguna manera Unico en sus
escritos. En otra parte, Pablo pide directamente a otros que oren
por él (Romanos 15:30-32, Efesios 6:18-20, Colosenses 4:3, 1
Tesalonicenses 5:25, 2 Tesalonicenses 3:1), y les asegurd que
también estaba orando por ellos (2 Tesalonicenses 1:11). Lo mas
fundamental es que Jestis mismo nos pidié que oraramos por los
demas, y no solo por aquellos que nos pidieron que lo
hiciéramos (Mateo 5:44). Dado que la practica de pedir a otros
que oren por nosotros es tan recomendada en las Escrituras, no
puede considerarse superflua sobre la base de que uno puede ir
directamente a Jesus. El Nuevo Testamento no lo recomendaria si
no hubiera beneficios provenientes de él. Uno de esos beneficios
es que la fe y la devocion de los santos pueden apoyar nuestras
propias debilidades y suplir lo que falta en nuestra propia fe y
devocion. Jesus regularmente proveyo para una persona
basandose en la fe de otra persona (p. ej., Mateo 8:13, 15:28,
17:15-18; Marcos 9:17-29; Lucas 8:49-55). Y no hace falta decir
que los que estan en el cielo, al estar libres del cuerpo y de las
distracciones de esta vida, tienen aiin mas confianza y devocion a
Dios que nadie en la tierra.

Por supuesto, debemos orar directamente a Cristo con cada
necesidad apremiante que tengamos (véase Juan 14:13-14). Eso
es algo que la Iglesia Catodlica recomienda encarecidamente. De
hecho, las oraciones de la Misa, el acto central del culto catélico,
estan dirigidas a Dios y a Jesus, no a los santos. Pero esto no
significa que no debamos pedir también a nuestros hermanos
cristianos, incluidos los que estan en el cielo, que oren con
nosotros.
