Readings and Reflection for this Sunday
Isaiah 7:10-14 Psalm 24:1-6 Romans 1:1-7 Matthew 1:18-24
Finally, on this the Fourth Sunday of Advent, our Gospel Reading
permits us to begin our contemplation of the mystery of the
Incarnation we celebrate at Christmas: “Now this is how the birth of
Jesus Christ came about” (Matthew 1:18).The Gospel of Matthew
tells the story of the birth of Jesus from Joseph’s perspective. Today’s
Gospel passage is the second movement in this story. In the
preceding verses of the first chapter of Matthew’s Gospel, the
Evangelist has listed the genealogy of Jesus, tracing his lineage
through King David to Abraham. In the chapter to follow, Matthew
tells of the visit from the Magi, the Holy Family’s flight into Egypt,
and Herod’s massacre of the infants in Bethlehem. (The other stories
which we associate with Christmas, the Annunciation, the Visitation,
the angel and the shepherds, are found in the Gospel of Luke).
We must not gloss over too quickly the difficult circumstances
described in today’s Gospel. The way that Joseph and Mary face
these circumstances tells us much about these holy people and their
faith in God. Joseph and Mary are betrothed to be married. This is
sometimes described as an engagement period, but it is more than
that. Betrothal in first century Jewish culture was in fact the first part
of the marriage contract. A breach of this contract was considered
adultery. Mary is found to be with child. If adultery is proven, the
punishment might be death. Joseph has rights under Mosaic law, but
chooses to act discreetly in his plans to break the marriage contract,
so as to protect Mary. Then God intervenes.

The message of the angel of the Lord given to Joseph in his dream
tells us much about the child that Mary bears and his role in God’s
plan. He is conceived by the Holy Spirit. His name will be Jesus,
which in the Hebrew means “Yahweh saves.” He will be the
fulfillment of the prophecy heard in today’s first reading from Isaiah:
“. .. The virgin shall be with child . . . and shall name him Emmanuel
[God with us].”

Joseph does as the angel of the Lord directs. He takes Mary to be his
wife and accepts the child in her womb as his own. Joseph and Mary
are both cooperative with God’s plan. They are both models for us of
what it means to be faithful servants of God.

Lecturas y reflexioén para este domingo
Isaias 7:10-14 Salmos 24:1-6 Romanos 1:1-7 Mateo 1:18-24
Finalmente, en este cuarto domingo de Adviento, nuestra lectura del
Evangelio nos permite comenzar nuestra contemplacion del misterio
de la Encarnacion que celebramos en Navidad: "Asi es como nacié
Jesucristo” (Mateo 1:18). El Evangelio de Mateo narra la historia del
nacimiento de Jests desde la perspectiva de Joseé. El pasaje del
Evangelio de hoy es el segundo movimiento de esta historia. En los
versiculos anteriores del primer capitulo del Evangelio de Mateo, el
Evangelista ha listado la genealogia de Jests, rastreando su linaje a
traveés del rey David hasta Abraham. En el capitulo siguiente, Mateo
relata la visita de los Magos, la huida de la Sagrada Familia a Egipto y
la masacre de los infantes por parte de Herodes en Belén. (Las otras
historias que asociamos con la Navidad, la Anunciacion, la Visitacion,
el angel y los pastores, se encuentran en el Evangelio de Lucas).

El incumplimiento
de este contrato se consideraba adulterio. Se descubre que Mary esta
embarazada. Si se demuestra el adulterio, el castigo podria ser la
muerte. José tiene derechos bajo la ley mosaica, pero elige actuar
discretamente en sus planes para romper el contrato matrimonial, con
el fin de proteger a Maria. Entonces interviene Dios.
