Readings and Reflection for this Sunday
Isaiah 8:23-9:3 Psalm 27:1,4,13-14 1 Corinthians 1:10-13,17 Matthew 4:12-17

Today’s Gospel describes the beginning of Jesus’ public ministry. In the Gospels
of Matthew, Mark, and Luke (called the Synoptic Gospels), Jesus’ public
ministry begins after his baptism by John the Baptist and after his retreat to the
desert where he was tempted by the devil. When Jesus returns from the desert,
he hears that John has been arrested.

The first part of today’s Gospel places Jesus’ ministry in the context of the
writings of the prophet, Isaiah. Matthew wants to show that Jesus is the
fulfillment of the prophecies given to the people of Israel, and he refers to
Isaiah to do so. Isaiah says that the Messiah will begin his ministry in Galilee, the
land of the Gentiles. When Jesus begins to preach in Galilee, Matthew points to
his ministry as a fulfillment of Isaiah’s prophecy, proof that Jesus is the Messiah.
When Jesus called his first disciples, the Gospel tells us that the fishermen (Peter
and Andrew, James and John) dropped everything to follow Jesus immediately.
Yet this Gospel tells us little about the prior experience that the fishermen had
of Jesus. Did they know him? Had they heard him preach? What kind of person
must Jesus have been to invoke such a response? We can imagine that Jesus
was a powerful presence to elicit a response as immediate and complete as
these first disciples gave.

The Gospel concludes with a description of the ministry that Jesus begins in
Galilee. Jesus inaugurates the Kingdom of God with his work. He teaches in the
synagogue and preaches the kingdom. His ability to cure people’s diseases and
illness is a sign of the kingdom. In Jesus’ ministry, we already begin to see the
Kingdom of God among us.

They were close friends and helpers of
Saint Paul. Paul sent them to lead churches in different places where they helped teach the
faith and care for the people. Timothy was from Lystra. His mother was Jewish, and his father
was Greek. He joined Paul during one of his trips to preach the Gospel. Paul called Timothy his
“beloved son.” Timothy helped Paul share the message of Jesus in many cities. Titus was a
Greek. He was not raised as a Jew. He became a Christian through Paul, who called him a “true
child in the faith.” Paul sent Titus to Crete to lead the church there and help with the early o L e
Church. The Church remembers Timothy and Titus because they were faithful and strong Christians. They helped build the early

Christian communities. We know about them through Paul’s letters. Two letters are written to Timothy and one to Titus. These
letters are in the Bible and teach about church life, good leadership, and faith in Jesus.

Lecturas y reflexion para este domingo
Isaias 8:23-9:3 Salmos 27:1,4,13-14 1 Corintios 1:10-13,17 Mateo 4:12-17

El Evangelio de hoy describe el inicio del ministerio ptblico de Jests. En los
Evangelios de Mateo, Marcos y Lucas (llamados los Evangelios Sinopticos), el
ministerio publico de Jeslis comienza tras su bautismo por Juan el Bautista y
tras su retiro al desierto, donde fue tentado por el diablo. Cuando Jes(s regresa
del desierto, se entera de que Juan ha sido arrestado.

La primera parte del Evangelio actual sitGia el ministerio de Jes(is en el contexto
de los escritos del profeta Isaias. Mateo quiere mostrar que Jesus es el
cumplimiento de las profecias dadas al pueblo de Israel, y se refiere a Isaias para
hacerlo. Isaias dice que el Mesias comenzara su ministerio en Galilea, la tierra
de los gentiles. Cuando Jesiis comienza a predicar en Galilea, Mateo sefiala su
ministerio como un cumplimiento de la profecia de Isaias, prueba de que Jesis
es el Mesias. Cuando Jesus llamo a sus primeros discipulos, el Evangelio nos
dice que los pescadores (Pedro y Andreés, Santiago y Juan) dejaron todo para
seguir a Jesis inmediatamente. Sin embargo, este Evangelio nos dice poco sobre
la experiencia previa que los pescadores tuvieron de Jests. ; Le conocian? ;Le
habian oido predicar? : Qué clase de persona debio ser Jesis para provocar tal
respuesta? Podemos imaginar que Jests fue una presencia poderosa capaz de
provocar una respuesta tan inmediata y completa como la que dieron estos
primeros discipulos.

El Evangelio concluye con una descripcion del ministerio que Jess inicia en
Galilea. Jests inaugura el Reino de Dios con su obra. Ensefia en la sinagoga y
predica el reino. Su capacidad para curar enfermedades y dolencias de las
personas es un signo del reino. En el ministerio de Jesiis, ya empezamos a ver el
