MARCH 157 — SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT

Readings and Reflection for this Sunday Genesis12:1-4  Psalm 33:4-5,18-20,22 2 Timothy 1:8-10  Matthew 17:1-9

For the second Sunday of Lent, we move from Jesus’ retreat to the desert to his Transfiguration. Each year on the
first Sunday of Lent, our Gospel tells the story of Jesus’ temptation in the desert. On the second Sunday of Lent
each year, we hear the story of Jesus’ Transfiguration. The story of Jesus’ Transfiguration is told in the three
Synoptic Gospels: Matthew, Mark, and Luke. In each of those Gospels, the Transfiguration follows Jesus’ first
prediction of his death and his teaching about the costs of discipleship. Jesus’ Transfiguration is a promise of
Jesus’ glory, his Resurrection. On a mountain in today’s reading, a voice affirms that Jesus is God’s Son in words
reminiscent of the voice at Jesus’ baptism. In addition, the appearance of Moses and Elijah on the mountain
connects this story with God’s relationship to the people of Israel. Moses and Elijah represent the Law and the
Prophets, respectively. Together with Jesus, they represent God’s complete Word. The Transfiguration occurs in
the presence of just three of Jesus’ disciples: Peter, James, and John. In Matthew’s Gospel, those disciples are
among the first whom Jesus calls. The three men are identified as an “inner circle” among Jesus’ disciples when
Jesus asks them to accompany him to the Garden of Gethsemane just before his arrest.  Loyolapress.com

All three Lenten disciplines assist us in developing a sense of selflessness,
which is the key to holiness. This means breaking the habit of putting ourselves
and our own needs first. Holiness Habit #1: Prayer- Prayer is the foundation
of the Lenten journey. It is a personal and communal dialogue with God, helping
believers grow closer to Him, seek forgiveness, and align their lives with His will.

Catholics are encouraged to: Attend daily Mass or weekday services. Pray the
Rosary or engage in Lectio Divina (meditative Scripture reading). Participate in
Stations of the Cross or other devotions. Keep a prayer journal or practice silent

contemplation. Prayer strengthens the heart for fasting and almsgiving,
fostering humility, gratitude, and a deeper relationship with God. Holiness
Habit #2: Fasting- Fasting is a form of self-discipline and penance, intended to
detach from worldly comforts and unite with Christ’s suffering. Key practices
include: Ash Wednesday and Good Friday: One full meal and two smaller meals
that together do not equal a full meal; liquids are allowed at any time. Fridays
during Lent: Abstinence from meat for Catholics aged 14 and older. Optional
personal sacrifices, such as giving up sweets, social media, or other indulgences,
to cultivate spiritual focus. Fasting is not only physical but also spiritual,
encouraging acts of humility, self-denial, and reflection on God’s providence.

Holiness Habit #3: Almsgiving- Almsgiving is the practice of charity and

generosity, reflecting God’s love through tangible acts. It includes: Donating
money, goods, or time to the poor and needy. Supporting local or international
Catholic charities, or parish initiatives. Volunteering skills, services, or personal

time to help others. Almsgiving is a way to live out faith in action, fostering
compassion, justice, and solidarity with those in need. It complements prayer
and fasting, forming a holistic approach to spiritual growth. The three pillars—
prayer, fasting, and almsgiving—work together to guide Catholics toward
metanoia, a profound conversion of mind and heart. Prayer nurtures the soul,
fasting disciplines the body, and almsgiving expresses love for others. Together,
they prepare believers to celebrate Easter with renewed faith, charity, and
devotion.

PRAYER + FASTING - ALMSGIVING

Daily Examen: This Lent, pick up a new habit. Have
you heard of the Daily Examen? It is a good way to end
your day having conversation with God, like you would
tell a friend about your day. This prayer helps us
reconnect with God despite the busyness of the day. 5
-Steps of the Daily Examen: 1. Become aware of the
presence of God. Ask the Holy Spirit to walk you
through your day. 2. Review the day with the lens of
gratitude. Focus on gratitude and the gifts and joys
you received from God that day. How did God work
through people and circumstances to bring you joy.
God is present within all the moments of our day. 3.
Focus on your emotions. What feelings did you
experience throughout the day? (anger, joy,
frustration, contentment) Use the Examen to let God
show you where you fell short and focus on the
emotions surrounding those moments. Why is God
allowing your attention to that? 4. Choose a moment
from the day to pray with. Pray for the Holy Spirit to
show you a particular moment of the day and examine
it with God. What is He trying to show you through that
moment? As the ponder that moment, let the Holy
Spirit move within you to inspire a prayer about it.

5. Look toward tomorrow. Ask God for the strength
and grace needed for the next day. What is going on?
How does that make you feel? Turn these feelings into
prayer.
