MARCH 8™ — THIRD SUNDAY OF LENT

Readings and Reflection for this Sunday £xodus 17:3-7  Psalm 95:1-26-9  Romans 5:1-25-8  John 4:5-42
The dialogue between Jesus and a woman from Samaria is among the most lengthy and most theological found in Scripture. The most
startling aspect of the conversation is that it happens at all. Jesus, an observant Jew of that time, was expected to avoid conversation
with women in public. The animosity between the Jews and the Samaritans should have prevented the conversation as well. The
woman herself alludes to the break from tradition: “How can you, a Jew, ask me, a Samaritan woman, for a drink?” Yet Jesus not only
converses with the woman, he also asks to share her drinking vessel, an action that makes him unclean according to Jewish law. The
initial conversation between Jesus and the woman is better understood if we consider the importance of water, especially in the
climate of Israel. At first, the woman understands Jesus’ promise of “living water” in a literal sense: “Sir, give me this water, so that |
may not be thirsty or have to keep coming here to draw water.” With no running water, the daily trip to the well by the women of the
community was of paramount importance. The women of the town would have traveled to the well in the early morning, but this
woman came to the well at noon, the hottest time of the day. The timing of her visit is a clear sign that she is an outcast within the
Samaritan community. We learn in her conversation with Jesus that she is an outcast because of her “many husbands.” Behind the
conversation lies the animosity and rivalry between the Jews and the Samaritans. Samaritans shared Jewish ancestry, but Samaritans
had intermarried with foreigners when they lived under the rule of the Assyrians. Samaritan religion included worship of Yahweh but
was also influenced by the worship of other gods. When the Jews refused Samaritan help in the building of the Temple at Jerusalem,
the Samaritans eventually built a temple for themselves at Mt. Gerizim (the same mountain mentioned by the woman at the well). Like
the Jews, the Samaritans believed that a Messiah would come. The high point of the conversation is when Jesus reveals himself to her
as the Messiah. His answer to the Samaritan woman’s questions about worship is meant to predict a time when worshiping in truth
and spirit will become the way to worship. Loyolapress.com

Lecturas y reflexién para este domingo : £xo00 17:3-7 Salmo 95:1-2,6-9 Romanos 5:1-2,5-8 Juan 4:5-42
El didlogo entre Jesus y una mujer de Samaria es uno de los mas extensos y teoldgicos que se encuentran en las Escrituras. Lo
mas sorprendente de la conversacion es que ocurre en absoluto. Jesus, un judio observante de aquella época, se esperaba que
evitara conversar con mujeres en publico. La animosidad entre judios y samaritanos también deberia haber impedido la
conversacion. La propia mujer alude a la ruptura con la tradicion: ";Como puedes tu, judia, pedirme a mi, una samaritana, una
copa?" Sin embargo, Jesus no solo conversa con la mujer, sino que también le pide compartir su recipiente para beber, una
accion que le vuelve impuro segtin la ley judia. La conversacion inicial entre Jesus y la mujer se entiende mejor si consideramos la
importancia del agua, especialmente en el clima de Israel. Al principio, la mujer entiende literalmente la promesa de Jesus de
"agua viva": "Sefor, dame esta agua, para que no tenga sed ni tenga que venir aqui a sacar agua." Sin agua corriente, el viaje
diario de las mujeres de la comunidad al pozo era de suma importancia. Las mujeres del pueblo habrian viajado al pozo a primera
hora de la mafiana, pero esta mujer llegé al pozo al mediodia, la hora mas calurosa del dia. El momento de su visita es una clara
senal de que es una marginada dentro de la comunidad samaritana. Aprendemos en su conversacion con Jesus que es una
marginada por culpa de sus "muchos maridos". Detras de la conversacion se esconde la animosidad y la rivalidad entre judios y
samaritanos. Los samaritanos compartian ascendencia judia, pero se habian casado con extranjeros cuando vivian bajo el
dominio asirio. La religion samaritana incluia el culto a Yahveé, pero también estaba influenciada por la adoracion de otros dioses.
Cuando los judios rechazaron la ayuda samaritana para la construcciéon del Templo en Jerusalén, los samaritanos finalmente
construyeron un templo para ellos mismos en el monte Gerizim (la misma montafia mencionada por la mujer en el pozo). Como los
judios, los samaritanos creian que vendria un Mesias. El punto culminante de la conversacion es cuando Jesus se revela ante ella
como el Mesias. Su respuesta a las preguntas de la mujer samaritana sobre la adoracion pretende predecir un momento en que
adorar en verdad y espiritu se convertira en el camino de adoracion.
